Eating {n Charlotte lsn't what it
used to be, foods have dis-
appeared entirely; others have bob-
bed up In new  garb; meal-times
have changed, and eatlng habits
with them. And, if you can belleve
the city's restaurant men, we're
ali the better for the Victory Vic-
tuals and all that they  have
brought us.

Xn other years, an estimated 10,-
000 hungry souls lunched uptown
every day. Now the results of aur
gastronomic survey show that thelr
ranks have Increased about twentiy
er cent, Ratloning has made the
difference. Hundreds of working
men and women who once slpped
home &t noon now take thelr meals
where they can find 'em -~ and
other hundreds who formerly sup-
ped In the city ‘make enrly tracka
for home.

Suspeeting  some such change,
we querfed managers of the four
busleat resturants in
(who betweenn them serve
lunches dally) and do he rchllh
sketch our findings: -

Tha - Blg Four now feeds
crowds which have Increased
on an average of nincleen per
cent over 8 year sgo.

Thelr currencies have gone into man-
aged currencies. . , . The Russlans have
mined gold a3 a commodity to sell ta
the democracies and get fooda that they
wanted to get and they haven't looked
tipon gold as & necessary item to support
their currency.”

In other words, gold {s good for teeth

and for selling to Mr. Morgenthau at

the arbitrarily inflated figure of 35 an
ounce, not much otherwise.
Mr. Morgenthau {s sitting on the

-world's largest amassed plla of it, and

there {a nothing he can do with it, ex-
cept to Incresse the problem by buying
some more from Britain or Rusls,
which means giving sway public money
for gold.

Thus has the cut from eld ties
now been officlally conceded for the
first time by the head of the bank-
tng system, Mr, Eccles has merely
recognised the obvious effecls of Ad-w
minlstratien policy, which any rpad-
e of this column will recall having
read from time te time for yoears
back,

The important point is that it is now
ofticial. No one can be accused of being
against the Administration for saying
the policy was & fallure.
