A challenge has been made In
‘Tar Nzws by a salesman for &
substitute plan for moving goods
from ’producer through wholesnla
and retall stores to the consumer,
without the travellng salesman,

Now, we admit that traveling
salensmen have been very useful
in normal times, They are tho
most effective, or one of the most

They have helped
to introduce and advertise many
new .and ;betler articles. Thus

they have contributed both to the
