To Skin the Axis, Alone

Now, despite delays and the atili-
threatening coils of Washington red
tape, incredible America may be ready
to take her rightful place in the world
of glant planes. In California, where
anything can happen, Howard Hughes,
the speedster, engineer, millionnalre and
movie produger, has become a pariner
of Henry Kalser, the master bullder of
industry, For our times, the union may
be something like that of Johnny Apple-
seed and Paul Bunyan.

For those who put thelr trust in
Amerlcan legend nbove all cthers, the
Hughes-Kaiser union promises war-win-
ning action. Because these men are no
Government-style experts, because they
are without inhibitions, because they
believe their job can be done, we wlll
probably soon have those 500 big cargo
planes, and ahead of schedule.

The enthuslasm for Kalser's project,
designed to beat the submarine menace
by shipping war supplies by air, is felt
by the publie’s laymen rather than un-
convinced Washington. It s the publiec,
uneducated to plane-bullding problems,
which will appreciate the California
partnership. Only results will count, and
no amount of prablem-posing, Washing-
ton-wise, will suffice this tlme.
