A start already has been made. Blcycle pro-
ductjon, for {nstance, was concentrated from twelve
fitms down to two, and trademarks were eliminated.
The ten other factorles are largely engaged in war
work.

In sclecting the planis fo. be contlnued in
production; WPB officlals say it Is their-pelicy
to give preference ta small plants. But produc-
ilen will be concentrated onty when it Is likely
o ald war preduction or lo assure essential
clvillan suppties.

Not much of this was dome last year, But
every other Industrial belligerent has had to go
inte a drastic program of cancentsation, and WPB
expectationn are that the practlee will expand
here because of the sirong pressure to reduce
clsilian production.

Early in the war most of the contracts ‘went
to big industrs. Army and Navy procurement’ offis
clals were accustomed to dealing with large, estab-
lished concerns. Anyway we needed rapld expansion
h the largest possible volume. There was Jittle
time to go into bits and pleces. The small plants
were neglected, although for a while many of them
were able to run along on civilisn work.

That day 1s ending. and the war effort will ba
hetter off if they are out of civillan work and In war
work.

Cotion At The Crossroads

JY/HAT does the cutting of three inches from the
tails of all shirts manufactured after last Dec,
15 portend for the future of cotton sfter the war?
This s one of the questions the thinking element of
the 20-odd milllon people of the Cotton South is
asking today, for it was only a generation or sa
ago that they were trying to get shirt tails length-
ched to help use up surplus cotton,

Indeed, one enterprising ecanomist flgured®
out during that drive that by adding only ono
inch to the shirt ialls of the four hundred mll-
tion Chinese, the South, which then grew two-
thirds of the world's cotton, would be transe
formed_from_abject poverty to riches.

Other exigencies of war besides the shortening
of shirt talls are bringing into sharp focus the ques-
tlon of cotton's future in other fields. This was per=

haps best dramatized by Willlam Jeffers when he '

ordered the use ‘of ravon instead of cotten for the
cord in heavy-duty military tites, Cotton States
Senators beeame vociferous for the beneflt of the
folks back home. But the folks back home, for the
most part, considered this a dis-service—this put-
ting them in the lght of opposing something that
the Army satd was urgenlly necessary for the war
effort. Today they realize that cotion cannot be
sa ngress—that it must prove its worth in
competition with synthetlc fibers,

Cotton 1is probably used by more peaple
and for a greater variely of purposes than any
other fiber. But the rayon interests have founa
various ways In recent years fo compete
coxsfully apainst cotton. They started after the
slik market a few years ago by furnishing gare
ment manufacturers with fabrice that felt and
Jooked like silk. They cut samewhat Inte silk's
market, People whn were never before able to
afford silk rould enjoy the luxury of garments
made of this materfal. -

The Hercules Powder Company now aniounces
(Bal it has found a way ta adapt woed pulp to the
manufactus smokeless powder—a fleld hereto~
fore cotton’s exclusively. This has the advantage of
freeiny Canada and Australia from dependence on
cotton, which they cannot grow; it Is cheaper than

To recapture some of these markets, Repres
sentative Fulmer of South Carolina, according to the
Associnted Press, wants Congress to pasy o law re-
quiring the use of five to fifteen pounds of lnt cot-
ton with every 86 to 95 pounds of wood pulp used
in making rayon, paper, ete. Bome rayon formulns
already use large quantities of catton linters, a mix-
tiure of fuzz and “dogtail” fibers left over from cot-
ton ginntngs. But Representative Fulmer wants them
to use the real thing.

Since the first elght bags of cotton were sent
from Savannah to Liverpool In 1784, cotton has
meant both riches and poverty to many prople in
England and Amerlca, Two million textile-working
Britons were hungry during the “cotton famine” of
the Civil War. Normally, the livelthood of at least
13.500,000 Amerleans s tied up ong way or another
with_cotton.
