Higher Than Total Incoms

aga! the new lax
proposals of the ‘Treasury was that for
the very high incomes more would be
taken next year from ths taxpayers in
many states, taking accouni eof state
taxes, than income actually received. In
1944 the taxpayer is held accountable
not only for the tax for 1942 or 1843,
but also for 12 -2 per cent of the tax
for the year in which 75 per cent Is
forgiven. The courts might Invalldate
the tax rates proposed by the Treasury,
it enacted, as confiscatory. The Treas-
ury holds, however, that the 12 1-2 per
cent additional levy due March 15 real-
Iy represents & saving to ‘the taxpayers
a5 they were pul on & pay-2s-you-go
basls,

One point made

Even without the 12 1-2 per cent spe-
clal payment due on March 15 next,
taxpayers with the highest Incomes
might be assessed In Income-tax, fed~
eral and state combined, more than
thelr income. The rates proposed by
Secrctary Morgenthau contemplate 8
net federal tax of $946,320 on 2 aingle
man! without dependents and with a net
income, . before personal exemption, of
$1,000,000 A year. This amounts to 94.63
per cent, In 17 of the 33 states with in-
come taxes of thelr own, the rate goes
to 6 per cent or above,

In Colorado, for instance, the 8 per
cent rate applies above the $10,000 level.
In New York It applies at the $7,000 lev-
el. In North Caroling, at the 38,000
level. In Oregen, at the $3,000 level. And
in Massachusetts and Tennessee the
state Income tax rate 1s o flat G per
cent on  all taxabic income from
dividends and interest, (In 1942 31 per~
sonal returns showed a nel Income of
more than $1,000,000.)

It should e noted that the state Ine
come tax rate goes as high as 15 per
cent i California (st the  §$260.000
leveD and in North Dakota (i the $15,~
006 level). It reaches 10 per cent In
Minnesots, 9 per cent In Oklahoma, 8
per cent in Idaho, and 7 per eent in
QGeorgla, Mississippt, New York, North
Carolina, Oregon, and Wisconsin -- In
every cese at fairly low income levels,
Wisconsin has slso a steeplsh aurtax.

The section in the 1042 revenuc act
for & 5 per cent Victory Tax provides
that this shall not bring the total tax
of any indlvidusl above 80 per cent of
his net Income. This provise would pre-
sumably become inoperative if the Vie-
tory Tax were repealed as such and
consolidated fn the regular rates, as
proposed by the Treasury.

‘The new Treasury proposals, Insofar
25 they waould call for more than 100
per cent combined federal and state in-
come tax rates in certaln cases, may
contemplate the withdrawel of the
states from the Income-tax field, at
least during the war, That has hap-
pened In Canada. In 1938 the new Do-
minlon income-tax rates would have
caused certain Canadians to pay 150 per
cent of thelr incomes, when the Income-
tax rates of the provinces were added.
In 1841 the Dominlon Government
raised its rates even higher, bringing
the combined total to absurd levels in
