The Negro Park Marks Start
0f a Park Board Policy

Final approval -of - the “development: ot
{he Negro park off East Morehead Stiéct
marks more than-a victory for a-mi-
sority against distrimination: it s’ the
beginning of a long serics of moves to
provide recreational facilities for Char-
lotte Negroes, on .ihe same basis as
these provided for whites. The goal for
the future, says Park Board Chalrman
Charles H. Stone, is to glve the Negro
population (30 per cent in Charlotte)
its fair share of recreation and recrea-
tional direction.

The statement of that alm alone is
of decp significance; in this phase of
City government we will now break with
the past, and leave the old order of
per capita expenditures. With the com-
pletion of this new park—even before—
the Park Board policy is to disregard
the proportion of white and Negro sup-
nort to the municipal government, and
divide its blessings only on the basis
of population figures.
