SOME political realitles: The Boviet note iz not
s mere break with the Polish 'government-in-
exile. It Is an attack upon the Polish government.
It is not only a complal.nt allimt what the Polish

has done. sguinst what
the Polish government 13 Ib does mot charge merely
that the Polish government has offended Russla, It
charges that the Polish government hes jolned Hitler,

1t is later than wo think. The ‘lssue Is net .
whether relatlons . between Russla and -Poland
can be patched up, The Issue, in Soviet eyes,
is probably whether the dther Unlted Nations
will continue relations with ihe present Polish
government, The plafn truth ln that Russie has
served notice she will not tolerate an anti-Beviet
governmont of any kind or variety on har Western
froniier, -

This alone can explain Russia's failure to address
an open appeal to all the United Natlons, asking
them to exert pressure agalnst the Stkorski gove
croment, persuading it to alter its atiltude. Such
an appeal, an chvious move, would have mobillzed
sentiment throughout the Allled world. Pressurs

against the Slkorskt government would have been |

prompt and powerful. The Soviet Union is not inter-

ested’in changing the mind of the Polish government.

It is interested In changing the Polish government,
Let us not be children. ‘We msay be sure that
every one of the consequences of this rupture of
relations waa foreseon In tho Kremlin, Tha break
was made, not In spite of these consequences, but
but to bring theso consequencés about, Kusals
wanted theso consequences.
