VENILE dellnquency 1s the product of neglect,
This neglect ‘may be traced to the home, the
school, the church, the community.

It's not just a wartime phenomena. It's simply
obvious in times like these, There's more of it.
As Dr. Miriam Van Waters, one of the country’s
foremost authorities on female delinquency, puts it.
"The war produces no new kind of delinquent. It
simply makes more and maekes them faster.”
