They Must Be Considered
On the Basia of Service

‘The proposal of  American Alrlines
that Charlotte be placed on a Nerth-
South route on n Detrolt-Miami run

' deserves the attentlon of Clty officials

and citizens at targe. The time ks com-~
ing when the future of transportation
In thiz area will be decided for a great
many years, perhaps for generatlons.
This time, in contrast to the time when
ralls were belng Iald in the South, therc
should be planaing for the best interests
of all the people.

In alr transport, many aviatien experts
hald, North Carolina and the Mid-South
in general have long suffered from mo-
nopely, For the opening up of the
reglon to travel and traffic by alr, they
Insist that more airlines must be glven
charters to compete with blg Eastern,
The Eastern paint of view ls that it i3
now serving the needs of thlg territory
adequately, under certain handicaps of
the tlme., and that it deserves first
chance at giving any service, baving
ploneered the territory.

Beveral other companies have applied
for routes through the reglon. One of
them, State Airlines, has been glving
unschéduled service out of Charlotte for
~some three or {our years, and has ap-
plied for & run North to Pittsburgh, con-
necting the City with the big trans-
continental lines, Because this firm,
though a relatively small one, has been
operating in the fleld for some time,
consideration muat be glven to its appli-
catfon. )

The News cannot favor the applica-
tlon, of any of these compantes for-alr
Mnes. . What It will continue to -Inlot
upon, as in the past, iz that the State
and local governments devote some zeri-
ous thought to the coming of expanded
elr service, and that any routes pro-
pozed through this section be considered

" in the light of service offered the entire

Dr. Odum Talleed Abous
Negro Problom—That's Al

Dr. Howard W. Odum of the Unlversity
of North Carolina, whose seversl atudles
of the Houthern reglon are regarded as
stardard works in thelr ficld, has been
to Chieago, speaking on “race lenalons.”
From what we could tind In the alory
reporting, hin speech, they must have
glyen The Doctor preclous lttle tlme
to chip In his blt. For, strange to say,
the Odum’ suggestlons were not auge
gestlons at all, but only words, The
Doctor himself, judglng from his ad-
mirable books, would be the first to
admit the truth of thal statement.

His line of reasonlng was that the
South faces it “greatest crists since
1840" as regarda the Negro problem,
Asked how the problem might be set-
tled, Dr. Odum flowered into generall~
tles:

First: “America and the South in
particular” to “declare a moratorium
on all violence, on rumors that poi-
son the public mind and inflame the
emotions, on all political dema-
voguery, as well as kighly emotional
reaction to what is being reported,
spoken, and written.

“Next, America now needs to er-
ercise, as rarety in her history, ma-
turity, wisdom, maoderation, honesty,
courage; and a stratepy worthy of
her rich heritage, and of the de-
mands of a new crisis,

Third: “Doing away with “the
immature blaming of somebody here
and there, or the calling of names
and of bitter denunctation, while
against Negro, Negro against white,
South againat North, North against
South.”
