A drunk behind
the whee! of an automobtle, providing
he 'does not commit manslaughter ‘be-
fore the police apprehend him, has far
better than a 50-50 chance in the courts
of Justice.

The readers who went through the
story of the sorry state of affalrs in
Mecklenburg's Superlor Criminal Court
in this connection will know the record.

Under the light touch of Solicitor John
Carpenter (our candidate for the nol-
leprosze champlon “of North Amerlea),
more than half of the 56 cases of drunk-
en driving which have come Into that
court this year have heen thrown out,
nolleprossed. It 15 time, it seems ta us,
for a public protest-.ar at least for the

semblance of an inquiry.

8o far as we're concerned, the charge
of driving drunk deserves as close ab-
tention from the courts as any other
on the beaks. When drunk drivers in
Mecklenburg are given freely to under-
stand,’month after month and year af-
ter year, that they may turn up in court
as often as they like—and still go free—
then some action should be taken. In
thé years in which The News has kopt
tab on the statistles of John Carpen-
ter's dockets, no perlod of time tells a
sadder story than this seven-monghs”
taie of drunk driving.

The County, tnn this connection, might
make a broad appeal to a desirable type
of citizen, and greatly inerease our pop-
ulatlon, A way to civic progress, it seems
to us, would be in the broademsting of
the Superior Court records. Once we
let all the cltizens of the section know

‘that drunk driving most often carries

no penalty In Mecklenburg, the habitual
drunk drivers would flock to  6ur bor-
ders. There are many of those who take
thelr recreatlon in this fashion. To a
man, they would prefer to llve out ca-
reers in 2 County where they would be
safe from Justice, if not from the law.

Their Decisions Are Not Purely Military; -
They Must Alse Plan For T he Silence Of Peace

‘The men in solemn sesslon at Quebee
ere making the decislons by which the
world will turn, for montha and years
ahead. It seema safe to say that they are
not making purely military decisions,
Likely, all coming offensives have been
sketched out In the rough for many,
many months. It is lkely that those
drives soon to come have been actually

. lnunched since Spring, and the time has
baen spent in feverish preparation. In
many a brief case, the secrets rest, Soon,
the explosions. coming behind the long
waves of- bombers, will announce the
last drives themselves,

At Quebee, wa auspect, there are laat-
minute changes under conslderation:
those made necessary by the Bicillan
campalgn, by the condition of Italy, by
the destruction of German factories.
‘The situation will be weighed thorough-
Iy, to be sure, but there whl be much
“thinking of the tme after the guna
bave ceased firing. Perhaps the plans
are nlrendy' made for deallng with Italy,
with conquered Balkan lands. Perhaps,
to follow the alrendy-preseribed mill-
tary governments, there are great corps
of Britsh-American workers, politiclans,
enginecers, speeialists. These will make
the peace work, rebutlding the crl;y)lcd
nations.

It is this phase of the war which may
be of .greater Importance al Quebec
than military ‘planning. For it was ob:
vious, when President, Prime Minister
and sta{fs met in the old city. that the

Allles were almost ready for the striking

of the great new and final blows. Gen-
eral Elsenhower had already fiaghed the
ready signal. Armles in the Middle East
have long been prepared, and gathering
strength. The Southern exposures of
Europe, as well as the industrial interl-~
or, have:been pounded long and hard.
The final declslons were ready for the
conspiraters.

And those flnal questlona of neces-

. sity involved policy on the part of Brit-

ain and Amerlca. There were declara-
tions of intent, positions to be taken
In preparntion for the coming of peace.
Not only waa the military fate’of Italy
deelded; It was also declded how she
should be governed, and where next
the armles of liberation would strike.
Armles of occupation, polleles of gov-
crnment, means of feeding and warming
the freed peoplex, use of the nnwly-
won {reedom of the Mediterrancan, all
must have been conslderced,

And we hope that, above ail else, there
was agreement on the settlement with
Germany. The Unlted Natlons need a
pelley, an announced policy. The talk
that Russla will race In from the East,
desperate to reach Berlln before the
Britlsh-American armles, needs an an-
swer, The Germans themselves need to
be told the extent of their gullt, and
the fate they can expect. At Quebec,
the conferees must have concluded that
Germany still presenta a tough prob-
lem, but the emphasis must have been
on victory, Now, for the first time, the
conspirators cap aee clearly the end
of the road of war.

. NEW YORK
'HE thing that troubles us about Europe is that
we have a alnking feellng we must make up our
minds at last, This we resist furlously, The debata
over our foreign pallcy has not been wholly & cantest
between good and evil, In large part it hes been n
contest brtween policy and no-policy. a contest
between those whn want {o lenve every possitle
etone unturned, and those who think we ought to
turn a few.

We are far lmoat nny device thal avolds a
decision. ¥ am quite_sure that in our friendly
approaches to the King of Ialy, we had mno
desire to be reactlonary, ar pro-monarchisl, or
anti-republican, or o give a helplng hand to the
gray Huls brothers af Faselsm. No, it semed fo
us that In deallug with the King, we could deal
with Htaly without making up our minds about
Ttaly. We c¢ould continue our hopeful program,
which calla for progress.without polcy.

Mr. Hull has snid that he wani to keep politics
nut of the war, I nm sure he believes i1 can be done.
The difficulty Is that every other natlon and leader
Is playing politles, including the King of Italy,
Our non-palitical appreach to the King turned out
to be a weel’s reprieve for the Germans in Italy,
which was very political, ineed.

(But If we had been unalterably In favor of
sn Hatlan republic, thore would have been mo
such sweek's reprieve for ihe Germans, permitiing
them ta bulld a defense fine at the Po without
interruption by our bombera, Mr, Hull's
potlttcal approach Lo the war turned out (a he
fitled with both polltical and military signifi-
tance. Bow can anyons say that politics can be
kepL oul of the war, whon, beoauss af lhe
particular sllltude which we entortainod te-
ward the King of Maly, our hombers wera held
back, whereas if aur attitude had boen differont,
thny would not have been held back?)

Wa have mleo felt that we could have s non-
pollitical attitude toward the new French Committee,
delaying our recognitlon while assuring the com-
mittee we were dolng so without - prefudice, and
with entire good will

But the long delny depressed every exiled gov-
ernment in London. We feared that to recognize the
Prench’ Commlttes might be a political act, 2 rhoos-
ing of sides In regard to the new France. It haa
neemed to the exiled governments thrt not ta recog-
nlze was also n political ret; to withhold recogni-
Hon Is to mssert. the right to withhold recognition,
the right to chose against; and that {5 just as
much & political ‘act as ta choose fof.

In polnt of fact, the delay Itself has actually
been & politicrl act, asserting our right to delay, lo
keep a new government {n an ambiguous atate, half-
way between the llving and the dead, Finally, stiil
pursulng the goal of progress without policy.. we
have set up n system of non-political military
government for occupied terrilory, such as s funce
tioning, and no doubt efficlently and fairly, in Sietly,

But it turns out that the exiled povernmenta
(espectatly the Ciechostovakian) consider it high-
Iy political act for liberated territory to be ruled
y however political n mbitary
that ia not thelr own gevernment. The flight from
pollties la n fltght from declsions, a fHght from
reality. There are no lce-boxea for government,
in which soverclgnty can be presenied withest
being used. And however fecent and falr we feel
deep n our own hearts, about our refusal to make
daciatona, those about whom we refuse to make
deeistons fee! decided agsinst.
