As a news-
paper and an advertising mediuf, The
News is of course cognizant of the ne-
cessity of advertising to the newspaper,
magezine and radio as we know them
today, but there are exceptions in all
three fields, and what these ploneers
plan is a venture in entertainment un-
accompanied by any plugs.

That brings us to reflection upon the
development of radio and its adaptation
throughout the world. Most of us had
forgotten. or never knew, that radio
in the United States was larpely in gov-
ernment hands until the last war, and
that it was only alter that period that
frequencies hegan to be assigned to pri-
vate enterpri In Europe, and through
the rest of the world with somic South
American exceptions, radio has devel-
oped under government control.

German gambles were dismal fatyres
in the first World war, for nnrestricted
submarine warfare, a last-ditch measure
of 1917, evenlually brought Ameriea into
the conflict and spelled doom for the
Kalser’s armies. And in 1014, when
Paris lay before them, the Germans
scorned fo take it and consolidate their
galns. Instead, they drove nhead in
an effort to destroy the French Army-
and lost their gamble on the Marne.
In thls war, they lost the gamble of
thelr alr strength in the Battle of
Britaln. They lost a great gamble at
Stalingrad.

Thc United States has often suffered
hen and grave losses in  batltle —
tlmurh it had no such experlence In
modern times between the Civil War
and Pearl Harbor. In the Revohition
Washington met defeat as often as he
won_ victory; his armies falled in the
Canadian drive, lost New York, were
whipped pretty soundly at Brandywine,
Philadeiphia, Germantown and Camden.

It was the same in the war of 1812 —
when we won almost no victories until
the very end. Defeats at Detroit, Lake
Champlain and the burning of Wash-
ington were heart-breaking, but they
were overcome.  In (he Civil War the
first two years of conflict saw many a
defeat for the Unjon, Beginning with
Bull Run, it was bloodily beaten in the
Seven Days, at Second B\lll Run, Chan-
cellorsvitle, Fredericksh
mauga, Petersburg and culrl Harbor.

The men who bave been driven back
in Belpium and Luxembourg, fight to-
day, and will fight tomorrow, in the
same tradition. They are beaten back,
and tactically they have suffered de-
feat. Bul, as carler al Kasserine Pass,
they will stem the tide and drive on to
