The process of fer-
mentation and bottling means, after
taxes are added, that wine of this qual-
ity will cost two or three dollars a bot-
tle. Hence, because of its price and low
alcoholic content, it was never meant
to become widely popular as a rough-
and-ready potable. But what happened?

Why, there began to be offered for
sale In all sorts of places a beverage
called wine whick .wasn't wine at all,
It was synthetic fruit juice needled by
the injection of the maximum querntity
of atralght alcoho}, It not only offered
the pessibllitles of a cheap drunk {g ex-
actly the wrong sort of people, it pro-
duced & sicky drunkenness, a- state
wherein evil welled up In the victim
along with the contents of his stomach.
