Bhe paya no heed to demands
from SHEAF, and it troubles her not
that French troopa, stuck In Stuttgart,
disrupt the flow of Allled troops toward
the Bouth and Hitler's Iast bastion.

France has sald that she peraists in
holding Stuttgart because the Big Three
have. taken no motice of her claim on
the Rhineland, wherc she wants to pa-
trol for peace in years to come. And
zo France behaves liko a rebelifous
child, and her smiy !s almost as much
& hindrance to our cause as was the
army of Vichy. The French, In short,
are saylng that the war in Germany
can go hang. They keep an army in
Stuttgart, obstructing our progress, in
a moment when speed means every-
thing, when continued pressure might
bring tottering Germany to its end. They
keep it there out of petulance, and dare
$o say as much,

When de Gaulle announted, months
ago, that France was determined to
seize part of the Rhineland, and patrol
the Rhine forever, it was obvious that
he offered no sohition to the prob-
lem of Germany. France patrolled once
before, She built the Maginot Line, And
afie succumbed in such s shamefully
short time, proving for the second time
within a generation that she was no
bulwark against an aggressive Relch.
But the French, though they had been
betrayed, and had falled, and been
rescued by, British-Amerlcan force, are
g0 enamoured of this scheme that they
go to any lengtha to put it into ef-
fect.
