and prestire of many Individual members.
And one of the most familiar Congres-
slonal pork barrels was ellminated when
the two houses voted to permit Federnl
agencles concerned to deal with pensions,
minor clatms against the Government, and
other purely local matters.

The reorgankzation bill leaves much to
be desired, but It is the product of &
serlous effort on the parl of the Congress
to improve Hself. Every provision ajms af
greater legislative efficiency. The Increase
In Congressional pay, which 15 more than
justified, and the penslon provision, should
attract better men to politfcs. The budget-
Bry committees of the two houses should
reduce the mad scramble for funds among
the varlous agencles. The reglsiration of
lobbyists gives the Congress r powerfui
weapon to use against the apeclrl Interest
groups that seek to influence legislation.
And the provision for automstic adjourn-
ment from August 1 to Januery 1 should
cut down the incidence of Potomae Fever,
the dread disease that besets politiclans
when they have been too long removed
from the folks back home.

As long as Congress recognizes its own
shortcomings, and strives honestly to cor-
rect them, there Is no teason to lose faith
in the most efficient legislative system men
has yet produced.
