Certainly Mr. McAden should be inter-
ested in an experiment now being talked
up in Rowan County. The City of Salisbury
and the Rowan Commissioners are consid-
ering a merger of their independent tax
offices. There, as here. tax lists compiled
by the Countv are copied for use by the
City. with the Countv bearing a major
share of the burden of clerical detail.

No merger of services should be con-
sidered unless it contributes greatly to the
efficiency of existing City and County De-
partments, or makes possible the expansion
of additional services to County residents
But within that limitation there is a great
deal that can be done, and in every case
County residents would save monev in the
long run, or obtain very real benefits thev
have never had before. We're delighted
that Messrs. McAden and Flack chose con-
solidation as a topic for idle conversation
on a hot afternonn. and we, hope that Mr.
Flack's succes: and Mr. McAden will find
it possible to translale talk into action.

of traditional illiteracy. Democracy does not, or
not. exist in a one-party government of any kind. A
state or local government without democracy cannob
have proper schools or roads or anything else thal
contributes to decent and intelligent citizenship. As
much as America has advanced in every phase of life
in the past haif century. it is a disgrace to the pre-
cepts of our Constlitution, iasid down by our fore-
fathers. that any part of our continental United
States is being ruled by a seml-dictatorial form of
government.

As to racial problems, I believe North Carolina is
much further advauced than most Southern states,
but in those parts of the South, and North as well.
