They prefer {o drive extra
miles te outlylng business establishments where ample parking
space 15 available and traffic congestion less,

Of course, there are other reasons why many business establish-
manls are locating in suburban areas, Taxes are lower, rentals are low-
r, they are closer 1o thelr best customers, the bullding codes are less
l'uurltllvt. But the major reason Is to escape the bad downtown parking
conditions, and to be able to provide ample parking at low cost for thelr
customers.

(Perhaps the best local example is that of the large chain food
stores whose owners and operators are shrewd Judges of customer habits
and preferences, Most of them are being built comfortably away from
the congested downtown ares, And, most important, they provide their
own parking facllities.)
