“law and order. Mr. Clark charges, Is gullty
of “fallure to give the true facts about the
Talmadge and Bilbo troubles.”

Well, Mr. Clark Is entitled to his opinfon,
and he has a right to express it. And he
has a right to atfack Frank Gtaham and
Guy B. Johnson, as he did. But it seems
to us he also has an obligation to
support his charges with facts. And, from
this distance, reading a perhaps incom-
plete newspaper report of his remarks, it
appears to us that Mr. Clark has let his
devotlon to the cause of white supremacy
run away with his emotlons.

In reply to his specific indictment of the
Rosenwald Foundation. Frank Graham has
replied: “Neither the Rosenwald Founda-
tlon nor any other foundation has trled
to Interfere with the freedom of the Uni-
versity, or to use the University for any
propaganda purpose. We stand by freedom
of research and of Inquiry and the Integrity
of our professors as honest and responsi-
ble scholars to make studles and re;wrt the
truth as they find it."

Certalnly the record of the Unliversity
under Frank Graham's administration
bears out that statement of principle.

The Flood Of Local

latest sounding of Legislative hop-
pers taken by the Institute of Gov-
ernment reveals that 188 of the bllls intro-
duced In the Legislature thus far are local
in nature. Even so, this Is far behind the
usual average; between 60 and 70 per cent
of the measures introduced last session
fell into the local category.

Bome of the bills, although tagged Toeal,
deserve the attention of all 170 North
Carolina legislators. Most of them do not.
‘There are, .for instance, 30 bills dealing
with salaries and fees for local officials,
none of which affects any citizen outside
of a single county. Seven seek to amend
the charters of varlous municipalities,
agaln matters of purely local concern. Nine
deal with local bond elections, six each with
local elections, local courts, jury fees and
local tax levies. There are three separate
local bills dealing with the great fox-
hunting cortroversy.

Clearly most of these matters are of no
statewlde concern. They do not Involve
Btate funds or State policy. Yet the Con-
stitulion, the statutes, and the various
municipal charters are so arranged as to
make It necessary, legally, for every county
and town In North Carolina to run to the
Legislature every time It wants to transact

W‘E are pleased, of course, that a plastic
YY surgeon has been able to save that
Chicago “ape boy” from a life of crime by
trimming his chin, bobbing his nose, and
stralghtening out his eyebrows, thus free-
ing him from the taunts of his school=
mates and relieving the terrible social pres-
sures ‘on hls ego. But we are inclined to
wonder if his experience isn't another
symptom of an age of distorted human
values.

‘There are many faculty members there
who hold opinions contrary to Mr. Clark's;
Guy Johnson is one and Mr. Clark has
demanded that he-be fired. But there are
also faculty members at Chapel Hill who
hold opinfons contrary to Julius Rosen-
wald’s; in spite of it, the Rosenwald Foun-
dation has offered $30,000 with no strings
attached.

Clark can and dbes charge 1s that the con-
clusions ‘the soclologists draw from thelr
research do not always agree with his,
Thus he Is not only argulng for the. sue

perlority of his own reasoning, he 5 argu~ -

ing that no member of the University.
faculty should have the right to question it.

His motlof, which was defeated. was a
frontal attack on the principle of aca-
demic freedom and it Is this, it seems to
us, that gives it its greatest importance.
Mr. Clatk 1s a practical ‘man, and. as we -
have sald, an able one. It seems in order,
therefore, to remind him that; in addition
to its abstract merit, the value of academic
freedom to the Institutions of which he is
d trustee can also be measured in dollars
and cents, North Carolina, unable to pay
top-flight scholars the salaries they
could command elsewhere, has for many
years supplemented Its faculty’s meager
pay with complete freedom to seek and
to teach the truth. The results are self-
evident: with a budget that ranks among
the lowest the University of North Carolina
has progressed in a few decades to the
very front rank of American Institutlons
of learning, There could be no greater
threat to its standing than the attitude
expressed by Mr. Clark: If he questions
that statement he might ignore the pre-
Judiced press and go directly to the records
of the Unlversity of Georgla during the
administrations of Eugene Talmadge, the
politician whose views he chose to defend.

All of this is part of a system of checks
and balances. The theory may be fine, but
the practice nullifies it. For, in fact, if
these local measures are agreed upon by
the local Legislative delegations they will,
except in rare cases, recelve automatic ap-
proval from the Leglslature, whizzing
through the two houses unread and un-
checked by the membership at large. The
effect of this, of course, is to establish each
county delegation as a little legislature in
its own right, hodding final authority over
much of the routine business that should
be transacted by city councils or county
commissions.

The system not only overburdens the
Legislature, 1t prevents efficlent function-
Ing of local government. We do not ques-
tion the necessity for some State control
over the functions of local government, but
certalnly it should be kept to a minimum,
There is a great need for a re-examina-
tlon of the entire relationship between the
State and the municipalities, We've got, as
