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More Progress In Mental Care

EPRESENTATIVE JOHN UMSTEAD of
Orange, who, along with Senator
©'Berry, looks after the state mental insti-
tutlons' Interests In the Legislature, be-
Heves the pending acquisition of the Camp
Butner hospital 1s a milestone in North
Caroling history. Once Butner is in hand,
he reports, North Carolina will be able to
fake care of all her mental cases for the
first time.
The Butner property. 1o be purchased by
“the State from the Federal Government,
Includes a 3374-bed hospital consisting of
43 two-story wooden buildings. This is the
wsual type of “semi-permanent” Army con-
struction—wooden structures roughly fin-
fshed, but equipped with adequate heating,
water, sewage and sprinkler aystems.
Moreover, the Camp Butner tract will in-
elude many acres of land suitable for
farming, an Important factor both In the
rehabilitation of patients and In reducing
the costs of maintaining the Institution.
The fact that North Carolina mental in-
stitutions are at last catching up with the
demand for admissions s indeed encour-

aging. Yet the Butner hospltal, vast as
1s, will be almost filled from the beginning
with the backlog of patients awaiting
treatment, some of whom have been on the
walting llst for years. At least 1,000 pa-
tients will be transferred there from other
to relleve

ing. and there are 600 others on the walt-
Ing list at Caswell nlone.

The solution this offers to the central
problem of caring for the state's mentally
111 is.as “semi-permanent” as the construc-
tion at Camp Butner. We have, at best, &
ten-year breathing spell before we have to
face up to the problem of rebullding.or re-
placing, and perhaps expanding, the build-
Ings being taken over from the Federal
Government.

We offer thls, however, only as & re-
minder, not with any desire to detract from
the considerable accomplishment the ac-
quisition of Camp Butner represents. All
those who made it possible deserve heartl-
est congratulations: it Is Indeed an import-
ant milestone on the road that leads up-
ward from the dark horrors of the North
Carolina mental hospitals of a decade ago.

Reduce Rates Or Increase Exemptions?

REPRFEEHTA'HV! KNUTSON'S compro-

mise on his income tax reduction bill—
to permit a 30 per cent reduction in the
Jowest brackets—indicates the validity of
his critics' clalm that his original straight
20 per cent plan was a “rich man’s bill"
1ts effect, however, 18 to reduce Federal In-
come even more than had been orlginally
enticipated. And this alone will guaran-
tee the measure hard sledding, for most
Democrats and a great many Republicans
are convinced that major reductions of
Federal expenditures are out of the ques-
tion now.

Despite the restrictions which Mr. Knut-
son would place on amendments, it seems
likely that his tax biil will merely provide
a starting point for the measure that will
finally be passed. It Is noteworthy that
there 18 a growing sentiment on both sides
of the alsle for & revision in tax schedules
based on increased exemptions rather than
& percentagewise cut in tax rates

Buch a scheme has two great advantages.
First of all increased exemptions would re-
lfeve the tax burden on low income groups
who are feeling the worst pinch of infla-
tion. Second it would make the Govern=-
ment's bookkeeping much easler by re-
moving mililons from the tax rolis, a pro-
cess that would also affect a major sav-

° ing In the cost of collecting income taxes.

The great objection to increasing exemp-
tions 1s largely theoretical. It is argued
that the payment of income taxes, small
though the amount may be, gives a citizen
a sense of responsibllity toward his Gov-
'ornment. This ides, it should be remem-

, was sponsored by the late President
hooscven and it war upon his recommen-
dation that exemptions were first lowered
o include the mass of small wage-earners.

1t was argued at the time that the wage-

earner who rents his house and-owns little
personal property contributed nothing di-
rectly to the expense of local, state or Fed-
eral government. Sales and excise taxes
reach him, of course. but these are largely
Invisible and he thinks of them only as
part of the price of the commodity or. ser-
vice purchased.

But it seems to us that whatever merit
the original argument for lowered exemp-
tions had 1s now wiped out by the establish-
ment of the pay-as-you-go income tax
plan. The low-bracket wage-earner now
pays his Income tax in advance through
deductions from his pay check. The week-
ly impact on his consciousness is no greater
than that of the soclal security and insur=
ance deductions usually taken from the
same check. He thinks of his income in
terms of its net dollar value, and his sole
direct reminder of the income tax he pays
is the slip handed him at the end of the
year which shows the total withheld, and
with which he can settle his accounts with
the Government by simply signing and
matling, .

All of this, 1t seems to us, nullifies the ef-
fect of the income tax in the lower reaches
of the economy. Certainly low exemptions
‘are Inefficlent from the Internal Revenue
Bureau's standpoint. It costs as much, for
Instance, to maintaln records and collect
taxes on A $2,000 Income as it does on &
$5,000 incothe. There must be hundreds of
thousands of taxpayers on the books whose
annual payments are less than the cost of
collection.

The theory of Increased exemptions,
which now has conservative support in
both partles, is certainly worth a hearing
in Congress. We hope Mr. Knutson's sin=
gle-minded devotion to his across-the-
board cut will not prevent an adequate ex-
ploration of this logical alternative.
