Under the direction of Dean
Calvin Hoover of Duke's graduate school,
research specialists of the Committee have
completed 8 detalled study of 100 Indus-
trial plants recently located In the South
and their tindings make cheerful reading
for the region at large even If they are
sliehtly alarming to North Carolinians.
Texas led the South in the number of
new plants established” In 1046, the re-
searchers found, with Ceorgia and Ten-
nessee trailing in that order. Moreover. the
Committee of the South was told that
the Louisiana and Texas Gulf coast area
. Is- now generally regarded "as the out-
standing area in the country in terms of
industrial development and capacity.”

Few of the 100 plants studied by the re-
searchers were brought Into being as a
result of a shift of facilitles from other in-
dustrlal areas. Almost all were new expan-
slons from the ground up. and their es-
tablishment Indicates national recognition
of the growing importange of the South.

‘While wages were generally below the
national average, the Committee found.

The South

production costs. nor wl.s it intended to.
Much of the lzbor had to be trained in
special skills, and productive efficiency was
naturally less than might have been ex-
pected in established Industrial areas.
“Once the adjustable period Is past.” the
report sald. “and a firm gets rolling-it can
expect to have an advantage in the na-
* tional pleture.”

The old theory of cheap labor was ate
tacked by President E. W. Palmer of the
thriving Kingsport Press. a member of the
Committee, who insisted that what Indus-
try could expect to obtain In the Sauth.
was “new labor” in the form of young peo-
ple who can rapldly develop high technical
skills If given ooportunity and encourage-
ment. It will not be chesn in terms of nav
scales, but It will be efficlent. and o'one
with the other natural advantages offered
by the South it will place anv rew
in a tavorable competitive position®
natlonal market.

All of this is evidence that we have c
a long way since we first sought to attrdct’
new industries by offering an opportunity
for exploitation of the Impoverished farm-
ers who were beinz driven from the strick-
en land.

\HE MERCY COURIER, a special supple-

ment to this edition of TRE Nzws sets
forth the remarkable story of Mercy Hos-
pital's 41 years of service to Charlotte and
the Pledmont Carolinas. This is familiar.
of course, to the thousands of persons of
all religious faiths who have been treated
there over the years, but a good many of
the detalls will surprise those who have
had little personal contact with the in-
stitution.

The present hospital “was designed and
bullt to provide 132 hospital beds. It could
not meet the demand for them the day Its
doors were opened, and the throng of pa-
tlents has steadily increased. Alterations
and addifions executed with great. irfzen-
ulty have expanded the hospital's official
capacity to 155 beds, but in 1046 the Sls-
ters of Mercy somehow found room for
an average patient load of 182.64.

By this Fall Mercy hopes to complete &
bullding program that will add a complete
new maternity wing and = new nurse’s
‘home. This will add 120 beds to the total
facilities of the hospital, and also make
possible the expansion of various clinical

press. Tt is customary, of course, for a com-
mencement speaker to Indicate that his
generation Is passing along certain unfin-
ished business.
