Some of President Truman's top advisers
reportedly are arguing against the calling
of a speclal sesslon on the European relief

question. They say that the European na-
tions probably can pull through on their
own until the Marshall Plan long-range re-
covery program can be put into effect next
year. They point out that the reconven-
ing of Confgress would be a potentially dan-
gerous move for the President to make for
domestic political reasons.

These same advisers doubtless are the
ones who have convinced the President that
the Administration is doing enough to re-
sist inflation with Its price Investigations
and - anti-trust proceedings. They think
that this country, like the European na-
tions, “probably” can ride through Its own
economic disturbance at least until next
year without anything being done which
may arouse political opposition. They are
optimists and dreamers who belleve it is
just as easy to have two miracles as one.

‘The political situation admittedly is bad.
It 1= 50 bad, In fact, that there s a ques-
tion whether the Administration can win
the support It needs for adequate remedial
mensures for Europe and the United States.
While it hesitates, the situation deteriorates

parts of the same problem. The world
erisis has been aggravated by spiraling
prices of goods produced and sold in this
country. Our inflation is a large factor in
the acute dollar shortage which has hit
England so hard, Injured France and Italy,
and reduced forelgn trade. Reductlon In
the dollar's buying power dally is increas-
ing the size of the European rellef and
rehabllitation bill we must pay and is de-
laying recovery abroad. And now the price
squeeze s jeopardizing our own immediate
security as well as the future of what re-
malns of democratic Europe.

The country is not yet facing these ls-
sues squarely and there is little chance
that it will do so if the counclls of tmidity
and complaceney prevail In the Adminis-
tratidn. It Is up to Washington to arouse
the: American public to the nature of the
dangers and the gigantic tasks confronting
us, and it has been apparent for some
time that the risks in delay are greater
than the possible advantages. If Mr. Tru-
man's advisers are so Intimidated by the
political opposition that they are unwjlling
to have a showdown on the matter of
emergency European aid, then the outlook
for bold and courageous action on the lar-
ger issues of European recovery and Ameri-

ean price control is bleaker than we have -

supposed.

lI\lm fight between two worlds moves to
halls of the United Nations Gen-

eral Assemibly taday to the tune of some-
thing like s moral crusade for peace, but
this is largely & sound effect produced by
John Foster Dulles.

Mr. Dulles, the Republican peace evan-
gel who has contributed so much to our
“no appeassment” policy on Russia, .ad-
mitted yesterday that he was not surprised
that the Soviet Union used the veto eigh-

, teen times in the Security Council in her
dispite with the United States. "It was
never expected that the Security Council
could act declsively when great powers
were on opposite sides,” he sald.

As a churchman, Mr. Dulles places his
faith In the spiritual force of the United
Nations which is exercised through the As-
sembly, In which he is a member of the
American delegation. Prepdring to go there
for the new test with Russia, he happily
observed that the Assembly would or could
render a “public judgment which none
eould veto—for it would be the consclence
of the world.”

His confidence In the power of the “con-
sclence df the world” Is strengthened by
the fact that every Government now ‘real-
izes “that If it goes agafnst a strong pre-
‘valling moral judgment It may suffer griey-
ous penalties” Just what those penalties

Eisenhower ‘Surge’ Goes On’

ENERAL EISENHOWER'S8 boom- for

President 1s provoking & new wave of
speculation as a result of his statement of
last week declaring he would have nothing
to do with a “draft”.

There seems to be small chance that the
Reds will be moved to abandon ghelr cam-
palgn to bring Greece into the Soviet orbit
by anything short of military measures.

In other words, the power struggle enters
a more intense stage with the meeting of
the Assembly today and this attempt to
invoke the “consclence of the world” ap-
pears to be a most dublous undertaking’
for peace.
