‘Keeping Up With The Joneses

Tn!_ race to keep up with the Joneses
undoubtedly has been a large factor
in the Inflation. High 'wages have given
many families & false feeling of security
and thelr sense of values has become dis-
torted. Now that high prices are beginning
to pinch severely, they are beginning to
think of economizing and living within
thelr income. Unfortunately, as always
happens In flush times, many of us are
finding that we are deep In the red.
Personal Indebtedness of the American
people has attained the staggering total of
$45 billion, sccording to an estimate of:the
Institute of Life Insurance, which is based
on reports of commercial credit, borrowings
on lfe Insurance and mortgages on farms
and homes. That tops the total’ Federal
«debt at the end of the first World War and
is nearly $5 billion above the peak figures
Teached just before the big bust in 1926.
Federal Reserve Board. studies show that
more than one-fourth of the familles in
this eountry spent more than they earned

last year, either by drawing -upon their
savings or by borrowing. Personal indebt-
.edness increased $8 billion in 1948 and 1t
had increased another $3 billion in the first
six months of this year, despite the fact
that personal incomes have risen to an all-
time high of more than $200 billion an-
nually.

Pereonal savings were less last year than
in 1945, when our Incomes were smaller, ac-
cording to the Federal Reserve Bank. Sav-
ings continue to decline this year. High
prices account for a part of this decline, of
course, but the tendency to live beyorid our
personal Incomes created much of the
pressure for those higher prices.

The danger for both the individual citi-
zen and the nation is plainly indicated in
these figures and just at this time comes
the lifting of Installment and all consumer
eredit controls to prolong the spending
spree. With the Government throwing off
all controls, it is up to the Individual Amer-
Ican to exhibit a little more self-control.
