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British Puzzle In Palestine

REAT BRITAIN'S announcement that

she 1s willing to surrender her man:
date In Palestine and withdraw her troops
from the Holy Land has created wide con-
fusion and produced no cheering except in
the English camp. In other words, it ap-
parently Is another example of subtle Brit-
ish statesmanship which does nothing so
much as improve the English position:

One of the Jewish Agency leaders terms
the British statement “meaningless” In-
view of its fallure to fix a definite time
limit on “an early witfidrawal" from Pales-
tine. We find it imoossible to agree with
that interpretation. It seems to us that the
declaration Is full of mieaning, particularly
for the Unlited States.

In the smooth diplomatlc phrases of
Colonial Secretary Creech Jones, who made’
the statement before the General Assem-
bly. two things are clear. One Is that.the
British are not going to take or share the
Initiative In determining the form of the
Palestine solution reached in UN. Although
Mr. Jones could not “easily imagine ecir-
cumstances In which we should wish to
prevent application of a settlement récom-
mended by the Assembly”, he dodged a déf-
inite commitment to the report of the As-
sembly’s committee of Inquiry which rec-
ommends the Holy Land's partition into
Arab and Jewish countries.

In thus holding back on the solution
recommended by the committee majority.
the British create a situation In which the
United States, the other most Igterested
power, must take the whole lead. If we are
as timid.and evasive as the English seem
to be, then it is likely that the Assembly
will take no positive action. However, our

English cousins have endeavored to over-

come any American reluctance to proceed

by telling us they will resign the Holy Land

to its fate If the United Natlons doesn’t

provide a solution. They probably are kid-

ding, as some Jewish and Arab leaders be-
. lNeve, but it 15 a well-timed bluff.

As we get it, the British want UN to take
the Palestine oroblem off their hands but
they foresee that the Assembly's decision
will Infuriate,the Moslem world add they
would prefer to have us take the brunt of
‘that resentment.

Mr. Creech Jones'.second most interest-
Ing point is that the British are keeping
themselves in vosition to protect thelr In-
fluence In Palestine under any adminls.
tration that would be set up by UN. His
statement plainlv indicates the English
think the suegested UN solution for Pales-
tine will not be acceptable to both the Jews
and the Arabs and an International police.
force will be required to kegp the peace,
He says that the British “are not them-
selves prepared to undertake the task of
Imposing a policy In Palestine by force of
arms”, However, before agreeing to “par-
ticioate with others in enforcement of &
settlement, they must take into account
both the inherent justice of the settlement
and the extent to which force would be re-
quired to give It effect”

Buch 'a reservation could well cover a
ereat deal of ground in the Mediterranean
and the Near East. In view of the English
record In Palestine over 25 years, Mr.
Creech Jones' statement is & warning both
to UN and the United Btates that British
'mperialism still Is a large part of the prob-
lem of the Holy Land.

Vishinsky’s Scowl; Tito’s Smile

TRANGE people, these Blavs. And they
may be cleverer than some of us think.
Russian Comrade Vishinsky’s vilification
of certaln famous Americans is followed by
Yugoslay Comrade Tito's flattery of certain
other outstanding citizens of this country.
While Vishinsky wants to “enchaln” John
Foster Dulles and others, Marshal Tito
wants to entertain Jimmy Byrnes and oth-
ers as his bonored guests in a tour of his
country “to see for themselves” whether
Yugoslavia Is an aggressor in the Balkans.

" Both moves are part of the same propa-
ganda stunt, designed to Impress the people
of the world, but particularly the penplz
in the lands under Soviet

In judgment on the lssue of Yugoslavia's
aggression, It would be unthinkable for
them to interfere In the proceedings of the
organization which the nations of the
world have created to maintain interna-
tional justice and order.

Wily Marshal Tito knew all this and his
Invitation in no sense represents an effort
at appeasement or an attempt to clear up a
misunderstanding, as he describes it in his
letter to six “outstanding, unprejudiced
Americans”. His move is an obvious effort
to discredit the UN Balkan commlssion,
which attributed aggressive actions to Yu-
goslavia, Bulgaria and Albania in thelr
support of the guerrillas in Greece. It is a

Refusal to accept the
Tito invitation will be trumpeted through-
out the Soviet section as rejection of a
friendly overture and as evidence that
American leaders want to see only a false
picture of conditions In the Russian sphere
of influence.

It Is, of course, Impossible for Mr. Byrnes
and the others to accept the invitation.
They would be thoroughly justified In Ig-
noring it entirely. Nothing would be settled
by a conducted tour such as Tito suggests
but, beyond all that, such an undertaking
by private Individuals would be an affront
to the United Nations, which now is sitting

Perhaps it 1s not yet too late to reverse
this trend toward self-righteousness and
indignation which keeps us from even con-
sidering the other fellow's argument or
polnt of view, or questioning our own opln-
lon. One hopeful sign that the open mind
‘has not yet entirely disappeared In Ameri~
ca s given In m recent Gallup Poll which
shows that 38 per cent of those who an-
swered sald they didn’t blame anyone for
the present high prices and 14 per cent ad-
mitted they had no opinion.
