While the drys have registered some
progress for prohibigion in rural areas and
smaller cities, the cause of temperance has
suffered serious reverses in the country as
a whole.

ment to “solve” the liguor problem by the
legislative process is in the midst of a vig-
ordus revival over the country and that
there is a chance for the neturn of na-
tional prohibition. One of ‘their leaders,
Deets Pickett of the Board of Temperance
of the Methodist Chyrch, has predicted
that the nation will go “dry” again in five
years “if the wets don't get smart and
correct current abuses.”

Mr. Pickett's optimism is supported by
figures showing that in 20,000 local option
elections since repeal the drys have won
12,000. A recent survey made by Frederick
G. Brownell for American Magazine Te-
vealed that a large part of the continental
area of the United Sates has been dried
up and that 25 million Americans can't le-
gally buy a drink of liquér, 10 million can't
buy legal beer.

Those figures aren't quite so impressive
when they are broken down for closer an-
alysis, for then we find that most of the
dry gains have been made {n predomi-
nantly agricultural sections which have the
least political and electoral welght. Only
three states—Kansas, Oklahoma and Mis-
sissipp! still are “bone dry.” All the states
which show a large or majority percentage

Yale disclosed that the per
capita consumption of alcoholic beverages
rose steadily during World War II, the
number of customers Increased by 35 per
cent, and the drinking part of the popula-
tion increased from an estimated 435 per
cent In 1940 to 60 per cent in 1945.

The question posed by these statistics Is
‘whether or not the drys are making & mis-
take In concentrating all their energles
and hopes In legal suppression of the liquor
traffic. In view of the growing addiction
to alcohol In the more populous ‘centers,
and In face of the trend from rural to ur-
ban areas, the prospect for anything but
a limited revival of prohibition seems more
dismal than bright.

The national problem of the dgys h
identical with the ‘dilemma they face in
Mecklenburg County, whcre the growth of
the city created conditions which Intensi-
fled the liquor evil, shifted political power
to the “drinking population” and called
for a broader attack on the alcohol ques-
tion than the prohibition movement offers.
While the old wet-dry fight goes on, the
challenge grows for & program of intelll-
gent regulation, education and medical
treatment that will help the people who
can't be reformed by sumptuary jaws. .
