It called for the suspension of the
seven officers who transported Aldridge to
Charlotte and whom he accused of the

take that.”

Such a theory would mean that any offi-
cer milght take any prisoner to the darkest
cell, beat the daylights out of him, and then
deny it. No “reputable people” would see
him, of course, and Chief Elliott wouldn't
take the prisoner’s word for it.

1t 1s not a matter of creating sympathy
for Aldridge. His was s dreadful crime
‘and Its tragic results are beyond recall. He
merits the full punishment of the law.

But, like any other prisoner, he deserves
the protection of the law once he has sur-
rendered and until such time as the State
pronounces him gullty and prescribes his
penalty. And if neither Police Chief Elliott
nor the public officials of Gastonia take

«definite action to find out the truth of the
beating charge, then the Governor of North
Carolina should put the State Bureau of
Investigation to work on it. As long as
there is suspicion lingering over the heads
of the seven officers, the reputation of all
policemen will be jeopardized and the ef-

UNDERSTANDING AND

IN 1928 when Al Smith ran for President
of the United Btates religious prejudice
reached what was then a twentleth cen-
tury peak. Al Smith was-a Catholic; for
this reason he was considered unfit by
many to hold the supreme office in this
nation, Not because he was not a com-
petent man, not because he did not possess
qualities of leadership, not because he was
a thief or & murderer—but because he was
a Cathollc.

‘When a man’s religion could make him
& target for abuse, when a man's religion
eould block his progress In his career, then
education was sorely needed.

1t was not alone because ofeDemocrat Al
Bmith's case that the National Conference
of Christlans and Jews was organized in
1928 with Republican Charles Evan Hugh-
es and Dr. 8. Parks Cadman as its leaders.
Smith was not the only object of religious
prejudice, Catholics were not alone in suf-
fering. The Jew—history's whipping boy—
was in the same, If not an even more buf-
feted, boat.

The United States at that time resem-
bled, and In some respects still does, a fight
ring with three contestants—each partic-
ipant with two adversaries. Jew hating
Catholic and Protestant, Catholic hating
Jew and Protestant, Protestant hating Jew
and Catholle.

“Hate" was the customary term for what
members of one falth felt for the members
of other faiths. To some extent It was and
s hate, but more important It is Ignorance,
lack of knowledge and misconception that
prevented and prevents Inter-falth har-
mony. The work of the Ku Klux Klan
sgainst Jews and Catholics, vicious "jokes™
about Jews and Catholics all contributed to
the mass of misinformation which bulwark-
ed religious prejudice. The most telling
blow of all was Hitler's campaign to exter-
minate the Jew: many in this nation en-
dorsed that campaign while fighyng
against it.
