major revision of the Italian
peace treaty.

e proposal was made on behalf
of the American Government to the
Russian and Itallsn embassies here
at 10 A. M., EST. Trieste is an im-
portant port city and ship butldtng
center on the Adriatic Sea between
Italy and Yugoslavia.

Under the Italian peace treaty,
Trieste was established as a free
territory under the protection of
the United Nations.
