With this report, the Committee in ef-
fect is accusing the military, the Depart-
ment of Justice and other agencles of the
Government with laxness in guarding
America’s security interests. The Commit-
tee must be made to prove its charges
Dr. Condon, or be repudiated by
the Administration, rebuked by Congress
and abolished for flagrant abuse of its
suthority.

The Congressional recommendation comes
closely on the heels of the report of the
President’s Alr Advisory Commission, call-
ing for expenditures of $24 billlon over the
next four years on alr armament to prepare
for sustained long-range assault on the
Boviet Union. The cost In this period would
be $75 billion if the Army and Navy were
not reduced while the strategic air force
was being created.
