forts of State and local authorities to deal
sternly yet justly with defendants charged
with drunkenness at the wheel Now an
automatic expert witness appears on the
scene, and a demonstratiorf at Raleigh has
won the praise of State Highway Patrol of-
ficlals for the instrument called the In-
toximeter.

‘This detector of truth is described as
“the newest sclentific device to determine
the level of blood-alcohol by means of a
chemical test.” After observing the Raleigh
experiment State Highway Patrol Chlef K.
J. Hatcher reported that it was “the most
direct method” he had ever seen for dis-
covering the quantity of alcohol In the
blood

and hard pressed to prove the contrary
