foundations of Jerusalem. Where the
temple of Solomon ‘had stood, the Roman

. Emperor Hadrian was laying the foynda-

tions for a new Capitolina in honor of the
pagan god Jupiter. The Jews who resisted
were massacred by the tens of thousands.
Those who submitted, were sold together
with the horses at the Fair of Hebron.
‘What had been a citadel of learning and &
foundation for the worship of God was now
a ruin. Palestine was a barren desert. Is-
rael, at last, was destroyed.

Today a flefce battle is shaping up be-
tween Jews and Arabs for possession of
Jerusalem, now the holy place of three
great religions—Christlanity, Judaism and
Mohammedanism. Jewish and Arab armles
are drawn up on the southern edge of the
city and men all over the world are won-
dering if the Holy City will be lald waste

. Many alsb are wondering if human-
ity or clvilization has made any progress at
all in the nearly 2000 years synce the
Romans destroyed Jerusalem.

‘There is no clear answer to the first
question but the answer to the sécond
question is, we think, written boldly in the
story of Jewish survival. It is a story of one
of the real miracles of human history, an
eplc of the indestructible quality of man’s
hope and aspiration. Down the centuries,
time and again the Jewish people were
subjected to the indignity of the ghetto,
persecuted, massacred, expelled, deprived
of the right to earn a living, slaughtered in
countless’ numbers.

Since then,
Arab opposition to partition has created a .

Thus, for the time being, force and hate
have prevalled again over the good hopes
of men. However, when we consider how
