TRANSPARENT effort to establish
A Congressional censorship of - news is
being made in & bill approved this week by
the House Rules Committee.

‘This measure would require all executive
of the Federal to
provide the committees on demand what-
ever information the committees decide
they need. A majority vote of the commit-
tee would determine whether the informa-
tion, or part of it, should be made public.
Heavy penalties are provided for enforce-
ment and they would lpply to newspaper-
men, membe
employees or any other lndlvid\lll obtain-
ing knowledge of the information and dis-
eclosing it “In any manner whatever not
provided by law.”

Offered as a security measure to prevent
leaks of confidentlal information, the pro-
posed law simply would enable Congres-
slonal committees to control the release of
information to suit their own pariisan po-
litieal purposes.

This legislation was drafted by the House
Expenditures Committee, headed by Rep.
Clare Hoffman of Michigan, a Republican
‘mmdmmdhlmﬂfulnu-
tionary, & witch-hunter and one of the
small-time tyrants of the House. Demand

Hoffman's bill would give Rep. Thomas’
Un-American Activitles Committee dicta-
torial authority to proceed in its campaign.
It needs this to overcome_the resistance of
the Truman Administration, which re-
cently made a stand against the high-
handed Congressional investigators in the
case of Dr. Edward U. Condon, head of the
Bureau of Standards and an eminent
atomic sclentist.

‘The Thomas Committee demanded that
the Department of Commerce release to it
the FBI report on Condon but the Admin-
istration refused on the ground that the
report contains information which
be kept secret for security reasons. I
gress had the power sought in Hoffman's
bill, the Committee could obtain and
handle the confidential Information on
Condon entirely as it saw fit, and the rec-
ord shows therCommittee Is expert in dis-
torting the facts. It could do the same in
all other cases as well.

Only the people imme-
diately concerned with the preparedness
problem will be deeply disturbed by it, and
the taxpayers may fall to note its extrava-
gant and impractical features in time to
register forcible protest.

The point is that America needs the

In a
blinding snowstorm, he climbed what he
thought was the tallest peak, but it turned
out to be another peak 150 miles from the
present Pike's. The moumtaln he actually
mastered 1s now known as Long's Peak.
For General Pike's name to adorn a peak
he didn’t scale and for a peak which he did
acale to carry the name of somebody else,
is confusion enough. His fame deserves to
be spared the additional falsification that
the Colorado Springs tourist industry would
perpetrate by making his grave the dra-
matic point of Interest on a peak which
already carries his name without historical
warrant. =
