‘THE Marshall and Austin statements
before Congress this week on the ques-
tion of revision of the United Nations, we
have a clear indication that American for-
eign policy toward Russia has undergone
an Important modification and the
groundwork is being carefully laid for some
sort of an understanding between the two
big powers.

First, the emphasis of both declarations *

is entirely on co-operation, preservation of
the United Nations, a rational “balance of
power” in the world and peace rather than
on anti-Communism and Ideological dif-
ferences.

"It 1s & misconception to suppose that
differing systems cannot live side by side
in peace under the basic rules of interna-
tional conduct prescribed by the Charter
of the United Natlons," the Secretary add-

ed.

In other words, the Secretary of State
has unequivocally repudiated all sugges-
tions that we are embarked on a world
crusade for the extermination of , Com-
munism. His statement, and the declara-
tion of Warren Austin, United States dele-
gate to the United Natlons, define the lines
for spheres of influence upon which the
Administration belleves that a rational and
stable order could be con-

the world at large.”

Planning Farms And Hoiéles

developments in agriculture 1s the
farm-and-home planning program now
reaching out to Include more and more
farms in the United States, according to
testimony recently given the Senate Com-
mittee on Agriculture & Forestry. These
farm-and-home plans are practical operat-
ing plans worked out for each farm by the
farmer and his wife with the help of plan-
ning speclalists on the staffs of Agricul-
‘tural Extension Services on other agencies.
President Milton 8. Eisenhower of Kan-
sas State Agricultural College pointed out
the need a short time ago when he sald:

Most headway has been made in Mis-

The plans indicate how the farmer
intends to manage each field and stand of
timber and contaln a carefully designed
budget showing the farm's probable re-
celpts and expenditures under the plan of
operation chosen by the farmer.

Complete plans such as these, and home
plans to go with them, are needed for all
the farms of the United States, say leading
agricultural economists. It will take many
years to make such plansfor all the farms
in the country, but in the meantime plans
less adequate can be highly useful. Simple
farmplans are Indeed feasible and desir-
able, :
