Meanwhile, the House M‘ Committee,
which had previously approved the, $200,-
000,000 bond issue’ referendum, tossed the
Governor & curve ball when it approved a
bill setting aside for municipalities the in-
eome from one cent on the gasoline tax.
‘The Governor had recommended only $2,-
000,000 for municipalities. The House bill
would give them some $7,000,000 & year, or
5,000,000 more than the Governor wanted
1o spend on city streets. If It is approved,
the financial experts on the Highway
Commission will have to shuffle their fig-
‘ures again, for it would give the highway
fund some $20,000,000 less in the next four
years than Scott had antlcipated.

All this happened on Thursday of
‘week. In one day the original Scott pi
posal, like Humpty-Dumpty, had a great

a smaller bond ‘issue, say $50,000,000 or
$100,000,000.

A small minority of the legislators would

‘There is also the opinion, held rather
widely, that the Ggneral Assembly can't
put all its financial eggs In one road bas-
ket, that’ something of a major nature
must be done for education. Though'no one
has yet suggested a completely satistactory
way to put the State into the school bulld-
ing business, there !x strong support for the
principle. And that ases the reluct-
ance to plunge the State\too heavily into
debt on a road program./

Several
members of the Assembly have commented
on this development.

' Another interesting angle s the effective
use to which an editorial in The Asheville
Citizen, reprinted in Twk News, has been
put. The editorial quoted several campaign
speeches by Governor Scott last Spring in
which he denounced Charles M. Johnson
for suggesting a $100,000,000 bond issue,
and sald the whole project was Impractical
and unnecessary. Most of the members of
the General Assembly are carrying coples

#howing it to all'who haven't read it.

It is impossible at this stage to predict
the final outcome of the rural road pro-
gram. But It Is more than probable that
the bond issue, if and when 1t is tinally ap-
proved, will not be more than $100,000,000,
and might be as low as $50,000,000, and
that some restrictions — especially that
one which makes the one-cent gasoline tax
Increase contingent upon approval of the
bond lssue —-will be tagged on.

The prevalling opinion was best summed
up by a member of the Assembly who said:

“Bure, good roads are important, but
they are just part of the State's services.
We can't Invest all our money in roads at
the expense of other services needed just
as badly.” — Pete McKnight.

SUPERVISION ‘OF SOLICITATIONS

'I‘HDUDH its background is largely
Bcotch, Charlotte's generosity to
“worthy causes” is well-known. Thousands
wpon thousands of dollars are collected
[here each year for charitable and service
‘organizations.

Before such ofganizations begin their
campaign thelr directors establish a quota,
‘or amount to be collected, for our city.
Bometimes these quotas may be too high.
It may be that the quota is set in the na-
tional of! of the organization, where
first-hand Information about Charlotte is
not always avallable. Or it may be simply
that the organization over-estimates the”
eity’s capacity-to give.

It 1s true, in any event, that in sofne In-
stances these quotas have been quite high
in the past and Charlotteans have been
pressed bejond their means.

A local group or commission would know
more about it. A board composed of citizens
of the city, citizens who know the eco-
nomics of Charlotte, who keep their fin-
gers on statistics concerning the _city's
wealth, would be able to advise cHarity
groups and thereby avold much wasted
effort in fund-raising campalgns.

Charlotte has the core for such & com-
mission—it's called the Charity Solicita-
tions Commission. However, it is almost
powerless, limited to the issuance .of l-
censes to solicitors.

If this commission — or a simflar board
" —were-given the power to make a thor-
ough investigation of solicitation groups,
their goals and their methods, we are sure
the city would profit.

This commission could do one of two
Ahings: It could be given the power by the
. v ’

City Councll to decide whether quotas and
dates of campalgns are suitable and have
legal authority to enforce 'its decisions or
(2) 1t could become simply an investigating
committee which would have no actual
legal authority but which could investigate
campaigns and then, through the news-
papers, Inform the public as to ‘whether
campalgn goals and dates were sultable
(and the people would do the rest).

One notable sxample of a committes
whith functions in this latter manner is
the group In Forsyth County’s Winston=
Balem. The committee was formed by the
Chamber of Commerce, the Merchants As-
soclation and the Community Chest.

& committee In Charlotte.
