Dr. Parran suggests that parents, teach-
ers and employérs can take major roles in
the program for prevention of mental ill-
ness—the parents through intelligent -and
understanding child care; the teachers
through remaining alert for early signs of
emotional disturbences in their puplls; em-
ployers through use of mental hyglenists

in pérsonnel departments who will be able ,

to uncover and correct Incipient mental (
disorders.

Other citizens, he adds, can check on
care given patlents in local mental hos-
pitals and can join together in mental hy-
glene cliniés to help moblilize public opin-
fon so that enough funds are appropriated
by the Federal Government and by state
legislatures to pay for skilled personnel
and adequate facilities for the mentally
il — and for the mﬂenl!oﬂ of mental
iliness.
