KEEPING BABY QUIET

~ A new medical camera technique, for
«example, photographs the blood stream of
infants as an aid in diagnosis of congenital
heart disease. An X-ray camera is capable
of making a series of exposures in rapld
succession on a large film, 77 feet long and
9 1-2 inches wide.

One problem faced by the speclalists in
this fleld was how to keep the children
quiet during the exposure of the films.
