CRUCIAL VOTE ON LABOR BILL

the Senate follows its order of business
for today, we will know by sundown
‘what that body has done about what has
been called “the very heart” of the new
labor blll—the use of Government power to
halt strikes endangering the national wel-
fare.
The Senate was scheduled to vote this

afternoon on three vital ‘amendments

Here is the background: of the amend-
ments up for consideration today.

‘The-Taft-Hartley Act of 1947 restored to
the Federal Government the authority to
issue Injunctions against labor untons (1)
to halt such labor practices as secondary
boycotts and jurisdictional strikes and (2)
to stop for 80 days strikes which “imperil
the national health of safety.”

This of the Taft-Hartley Act
has been bitterly denounced by labor which
has feared, with some reason, a return to
the free and unprincipled use of-injunc-
tions in the years before the Norris-La
Guardia Act of 1932.

‘The Administration’s new labor bill pro-
‘vides for emergency strikes by authorizing
the President to “call upon™ both parties
to accept a 30-day truce while a fact-find-
ing board -mnd‘mvuﬂnu and make

Their chief
grievance: although they lived in
Berlin, they were paid In East marks, worth
only 25 pfennigs.

It is not likely that the Western natlons
will abandon the Alr Lift, or even reduce
its 8200-ton-a-day average considerably,
for several weeks. In the first place, some-
thing else might happen to interrupt
ground transportation; in the second place,
the Allles need the extra capacity to add
to thelr supplies of food, fuel, clothing,
and raw materials.

‘The agreement of the Soviet operators to
settle the strike, following by several weeks
the lifting of the ground blockade, 15 an
indication that Moscow may attempt seri-
ously to to carry ou the spirit of the
“live and let Jive” understanding reached
by the Foreign Ministers at the Paris con-
ference. In view of past Russian failures to
live up to their agreements, it is much too
early to say for.sufe that they will this
time; yet we can always hope.

If - they do, the Iimplications of that
double-event in Berlin Sunday will indeed
be far-redching.

‘CAN SHE BAKE A CHERRY PIE?'

Csmm are ripening, the red pe cher~
ries which have color and tang aghl
personality. ‘Now is the time to make cher-
1y jam and cherry ple, if you really know
how. Cherry jam happens to be one of
the best of all confections, but because it
requires a cook who is also a connolsseur
not a great many people undertake it. No
such good fortune prevalls with cherry
ple. The notion seems to be abroad that
anyone with a ple pan and a bowl of cher-
ries can make a cherry ple; and nothing
could be further from the truth:

1t takes an artist to make a cherry ple
worth the name. ‘A person able, willing
and patient enough to pit the cherries, 3nd
discriminating enough to choose the right
“cherries, dead-ripe for the most part but
with just the right number still tanged
with acid. Pitted and oozing their own
undiluted juice, they should have just the
right amount of sugar, not too much or too *
little. Then a dash, the most careful dash,
“of nutmeg. Then a bit of flour. Not corn-
starch, but honest flour; too much flour
and the pie will congeal, too little and it
will flow, either of which is fatal.

There ‘are the ingredients. Build a bot-
tom crust which will flake. in your mouth;
a2d, as you will, make s full top crust or

a lattice. Dab the cherries with butter be-
fore they go in,.dab crust or lattice with
butter, sprinkle judiciously with sugar, and
bake.

It sounds so simple. And it is simple,
when the right person does it. The result,
depending on the maker, can be magnifi-
cent, or dismal. As we sald, it is essential-
ly a matter of art. ' And, unfortunately,
there are too few artists around when
cherries ripen.
