TOKYO, Sept. 4 — (AP)—Two tank-led
Red Korean columns cracked Allied lines on
the northeast war front today and' fo
down main highways in a power drive that
threatened to outflank strategic Taegu.

The Reds broke through defenses south of Kigye in the
Pohang sector. Advance spearheads rolled south 1214 miles
for the greatest Red gain in weeks.

Elsewhere on the 120-mile front, Allied forces beat back
fresh Communist attacks. An American counterthrust by
Marines and doughboys ground out gains in the Reds' Nak~
tong River bulge west of Yongsan.

Associated Press Correspondent Bem Price reported
that the Communist drive in the northeast smashed to the
outskirts of Kyongju. This is a main highway center six~
teen miles southwest of the east coast port of Pohang.
