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A WORTHWHILE PROJECT

'F IS.HARD to think of a more worthwhile
"X project for young Americans than Duke
University's careful analysis of the evidence
submitted by all participants in the battle
between Senator McCarthy and the Adminis-
tration.

Under the direction of Dr. Hornell Hart,
Duke sociologist, a mass of charges, coun-
tercharges and documented evidence has
been compiled in what is called a Consensus
Project. The material is being sent to Sena-
for McCarthy, the State Department, news-
paper editors and columnists, and various
other public officials, with requests for ad-
ditional evidence if there is any
. After all the data is at hand, Duke Con-
‘ensus Project workers will sift and analyze
It, and will release a statement giving con-
elusions about McCarthyism

We assume the project is being carried
oul with the objectivity one expects of
Acholars. And we certainly hope that is the
=

“ase, for McCarthyism has engendered so

much heat and emotion on both sides that the
igliectual approach has been sadly neg-
lected.

In one sense this is a matural result of
Senator McCarthy's attempt to discredit the
opinions and impugn the patriotism of scores
of Americans. Certain fundamentals of
American democracy, the principle that a
man is innocént until proved guilty to cite
but one, are cherished so zealously that any
assault upon them stirs anger and indigna-
tion in their defenders.

Even so, the final answer to McCarthy-
ism will not be found in more McCarthyism.
It will be found in a patient and careful
examination of the facts in an atmosphere
free of doubt, fear and confusion—an at-
mosphere impossible of achievement in pol-
itics-maddened Washington, but quite the
rule on a university campus.

We shall await the final report of the Duke
Consensus Project with great anticipation.

Most people don't realize that a crime is

against the state. against the law and the
statutes, rather than against themselves. A
murdered man, for example, may feel that
he has been foully dealt with, yet the corpse
himself has no right to bring a criminal
prosecution. This is the function of the
state, whose laws have been outraged. The
corpse may hot even waive prosecution if
the state prefers to prosecute, as it generally
does.

And in this instance, while not eriticizing
Treasurer Ledbetter with any severity, we
submit that the fraud which had been com-
mitted deserved something more than the
simple restitution of $8.50, especially since
it was compounded by a touch of counter-
fesance.
