Attack Would ‘Strain’ Peace

WASHINGTON —#— Secrelary
of State Acheson said today any
Communist attack on Yugoslavia
would dancerously strain the fab-
ric of world peace.

He told a news conference that
he is as specific as he can be
now on United States policy as to
the possibility of a Soviet satellit,
assault this Spring on Yugoslavia
In general, Acheson said, Ameri-
can policy stands now as it was
summed up in President Truman's
message to Congress last July 19.
after the outbreak of the Korean
fighting.

At that time. Mr Truman
warned those who have the power
to unleash or withhold acts of
gression that any new aggressive
moves would strain the fabric of
world peace dangerously
