FEDERAL SANCTION FOR GAMBLING

OES a Federal “occupational tax” on il- on U. S. crime. Instead of merely collecting
legal gambling operations amount to faxes from gamblers, the Kefauver commit
tee recommended several stronger measures
designed to wipe out the profits of organized
gambling.

The Federal Government already taxes slot
machines, and requifes liquor dealers in dry
areas to have Federal permits. The syste
produces some revenue, but it also implies.
Federal sanction for operations that are il-
legal in the several states, and encourages
the flouting of State laws.

Senator Kefauver and his colleague, Sen-
ator Alexander Wiley of Wisconsin, have
served notice they will fight the House pro-
vision when the tax measure gets to the Sen-
ate Finance Committee. The bulk-of American
public opinion will be behind them.

Now As Then, War§ Are
Easier To Start Than Stop

A history has shown again,and
pi always easier to
wars than to stop them.

Ihlt is jeularly true in our
time when the passions and prej-

World War II ended
with the unconditional surrender
of the enemy, which meant pul-
verization beyond the point of
further resistance.

o be an invitation to discuss an
end to the fighting in- Korea." Thl
big_question then is whether the
United States is prepared to ne-
gotiate if Communist China, with
this face-saving assist from Rus-
sia, shows even a half halfway
reasonableness. Beyond the ter-
mination of the conflict itself, how-
ever, is the larger question of
whether peace in Asia is possible.
The immediate backdrop of the
MacArthur inquiry seems to rule
out any definitive and final 'yes"
in answer to the larger question.
Especially instructive in this con-
nection is the testimony of Secre-

tary of State Dean Acheson.
