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THE SWEDES MEAN BUSINESS

RUSSIANS made a big mistake when

they shot down one, or possibly two,

planes over international waters.

The Swedes, thoroughly aroused, are

firmly execwling the second part of their

“stubborn ncvitrality—resistance to attack™
policy. Already Sweden has:

1. Ordered its Navy and Air Force to re-
turn fire-if attacked while searching for the
one still missing plane.

2. Demanded of Russia “swift punishment”
of the attackers.

3. Demanded that Russia cease its espion-
age activities in Sweden.

The demonstrations In front of the Rus-
sian Embassy in Stockholm by thousands of
Swedes, and editorial castigation of Russia
and support of strong Swedish action, show
that these stolid Scandinavians mean busi-

ness.

Sweden can back up its demands with con-
siderable military authority. It has the fourth
strongest Air Force in the world, topped only
by the air arms of the U. S. Russia and
Britain. It has well over 1,000 combat planes,
the -majority of them jet fighters. Sweden
also has a large well-trained ground reserve,
and could mobilize 700,000 men

The morale of the free world will be
boosted and Russian prestige will be dam-

_aged by this firm action by Sweden, who is
not a member of the Atlantic Pact and thus
s not assured of backing from her Western
neighbors if the current affair turns for the
worse.

But there is a much more sober aspect to
the incident. It has shown again how, in the
matter of hours, war may become imminent
anywhere on the Communist periphery.

The Swedes, despite their long record of

neutrality, resisted promptly. Red thrusts in
other parts of the world cannot be countered
80 quickly. Until the whole free world is
in a position to stand up to Red gggression
it is suicidal for us to yield to the fempta-
tion of an election year and relax our de-
fense program.

DON'T KNOW what other plans the
\¥new Motor Vehicles Commissioner,
Capt. L. R. Fisher, has in his head, but
his first move gets a thumping endorsement
here.

INDIA MOVES FORWARD

LTHOUGH fourfifths of the people of
India are illiterate, most of the electorate
voted in the recent election there. They
knew for whom they voted too. Symbols,
such as an elephant, or a sheal of wheat,
represented the various parties on the bal-
Tot and their candidates who spoke to the
voters. When the returns were counted
Prime Minister Nehru's government was still
solidly in power .
A sizable bloc of Communists was elected
to Parliament, and it now forms the chief
opposition to the Nehru government But
since the Communists have been permitted
to come into the open. where their hasangues
are challenged fn public debate. public
sympathy for them seems to have diminished.
In one instance a Communist spokesman
charged that India was riddled with “Amer
ican spies” The Government replied that
only 41 Americans were in India, working
with our aid program, and all had been
asked to come by India. The Reds’ incessant
cries of “Peace, peace.” said Mr. Nehru,
are beginning to sound like “War. war™
As India struggles forward with its newly-
won political independence. it is retaining
and strengthening its economic ties with the
West. India’s Finance Minister recently said
that because India favors free trade. while
the Soviet Union deals completely on a
government basis. there is  scant meeting
ground between the two countries trade wise.
During the eleven-month period ending
with February, India traded more with the
U. S, to the extent of $718 million. than
with any other country. The United King-
dom was next with $639 million. Trade with
the Soviet Union during this period amounted
to but $16 million, and with China $44 mil-
lion, chief Indian exports to the Communist
