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WILL THERE BE WAR IN '52?

IKE most other Americans, we've been

busy the last few days trying to keep
cool as the weather and politics got hotter.
But, turning to international matters, we want
to set down today a number of recent events
that seem to fall into a pattern, an ominous
pattern indicating the possibility of war—not
in 1855, or 1965, but in 1852—war initiated
by a Politburo mindful of the growing
strength and umity of the free world and
determined to keep Germany out of the West-
ern orbit at all costs.

Here are the events which seem to bear
out this likelihood:

In the past few ths Cominform coun-
tries have significanfly changed the theme
of their radio and propaganda
aimed at mass audiences. No longer are just
the “capitalistic war-mongers" and “Wall
Street imperialists” castigated. U. 8. soldiers
are accused of cannibalism, gross atrocities.
Hatred of the American people, rather
than merely of their leaders. is encouraged.
This is in the pattern of a nation's prepars.
tion for war.

Russia and China are trying to establish
the fact that the U. S. used germ warfare
in Korea. a charge unequivocally repudiated
by the U. 8. Russia, by the terms of her
reservations to the Geneva Convention on
germ warfare, could use germ warfare
against a country which initiated its use.
Thus the current Soviet charges may be
building up to & pretext for use of biological
weapons.

Germany would seem to be the area
destined for an allout Red drive because
of its impending shift to the West. 1f the
Schuman and European Army plans, now
In their final stages, become effective, West

" Germgny, with its vast iron and steel indus-

try and its potential soldiers will be lost to
the Soviet, not merely neutralized. but a part
of the West.

Many civilians are being evacuated from
the border zone between East and West
Germany, a usual prelude to military opera-
tions.

The East German “police” force has been
considerably expanded. The East German
youth organization has begun “target prac-
tice™,

The shooting down of at least one Swedish
plané, in the Baltic ares in which an Amer-
ican plane was previously downed, suggests
that important secret military preparations
are in progress in that region.

A late Summer or Fall attack would not
necessarily be ruled out by Russian generals,
sccustomed to Winter fighting, especially if
the pre-Winter period is one of political
division in the United States.

Some actions by the U. S. seem to reflect

American preparation for defense now
against aggression.

Our ports and the Panama Canal have been
In effect closed to Soviet and satellite ships.

A 24hour air watch {5 being established
in the vicinity of major cities and likely
bombing targets.

Major aie maneuvers sre under way to
test the adequacy of our radar and ground
observer defense against borgbing attack.

Is all this only Soviet bluff and U. §.
precaution? Certainly we do not have suf-
ficient information to evaluate these events
properly in terms of the likelihood of war.
But these publicly-known ofcurrences, when
assembled. are sobering, the more so when
& man like Secretary of Defense Lovett, not
an alarmist, warns of the danger in the weeks
ahead. Some explanation is due. perhaps
overdue, from the President himself The
threat may not be as imminent as it seems
to appear. But if war is increasingly likely,
the American people had best be hardened
to the fact by their leaders.

LATTIMORE DESERVES AN APOLOGY

WEI.THBR as a result of McCarthy hys-
‘ teria or ineptitude, the State Depart-
ment has seriously injured Owen Lattimore,
and the longer it delays an apology to the
man the more indefensible its position will
be.

Last week The Baltimore Sun broke the
story that the State Department had told
Customs Bureau officers to prevent Latti.
more from leaving the country, an unusual
procedure requested only about half a dozen
times last year After the story appeared the
State Department, saying it “does not take
action on fantasies or inanities”, said it had
information from an “official agency” that
Mr. Lattimore was about to go to Russia or
one of the satellite countries. Lattimore had
mot applied for a passport, and said he had

no immediate plans for a trip overseas

Now it develops that the informant who
tipped the “official agency” (the Tentral
Intelligence Agency) has admitted to the
FBI that it was not true. Today a Federal
grand jury in Seattle will investigate the
false informant.

Mr. Lattimore, a chief target of Senators
McCarthy and McCarran, had not been found
disloyal. He continues to have the right to
travel abroad as other American citizens if
he chooses to do so.

Our internal spy system,broke down badly
on this one. The State Department has a
heavy obligation to straighten the record
for Mr. Lattimore. and the Seattle jurors
likewise have a responsibility to deal firmly
with the false accuser.
