A BIG MAN FOR A BIG JOB

TH the welfare of ‘North Carolina's

school children at stake, Gov. W. Kerr
Scott and Nominee William Umstead buried
the hatchet, ignored political considerations,
and recommended an outstanding educator,
Charles F. Carroll of High Point, as the
Democratic candidate to succeed the late
Dr. Clyde Erwin as N C. Superintendent of
Public Instruction. It was an act of hizh
level statesmanship for which both men
merit the thanks of all Tar Heels.

Mr. Carroll appears to be exceptionally
well fitted for his high post. The High Puint
Enterprise says “there is no school man we
know who is better oualified for the position
of state superintendent”. The Greensboro
Daily News says Carroll rated top in its list
of potential successors to Dr. Erwin. And The
Asheville Citizen, which kept an eye on
Carroll when he was serving in Swain County
some years age, calls him “one of the
nation's ablest school men”.

He will bring to his new task the under-

standing of a mative Tar Heel the experi-
ence of more than 30 years as teacher, prin-
cipal and superintendent in the North Caro-
lina school system and the vigor of new
ideas and new enthusiasm. An ace diploms
he should get along wel! with the people. the
officials of the school system, and members
of the General Assembly.

Mr. Carroll is taking over the reins at a
critical time. Despite major improvements
since the end of World War 11, our schools
are still plagued with the difficult problems
of inadequate facilities. teacher shortages, big
classes, and a ast-growing school popula-
tion. There is also the possibility that the
Supreme Court of the United States, in cases
10 be heard within the next year or two, may
upset the traditions of segregation.

A big job has Leen cut out for Mr. Carroll.
He will need patience. tact. perseverance
and, above all, ihe support of the people of
North Carolina «f the crisis in education is to
be weathered and our children given a faif
break in thi§ uncertain world.

A QUESTIONABLE PRACTICE

MAN who has been a steady caller at

the Red Cross Blood Center since it
opened told a story the other day of an inno-
vation at the zenter. It is an innovation of
which he disapproves, one which he believes
contrary to the “volunteer” nature of the
Red Cross program. He believes it could be
harmful to the blood program over a period
of time.

When the nurses had finished with him,
and he was sipping a cup of water in the
canteen, a canteen worker asked him his
opinion of a certain form of entertainment,
then offered him a free ticket to a perform-
ance. As he declined with thanks she then
offered him a business card_the reverse of
which bore a Red Cross stamp. This card
bearing the stamp. she told him, would en-
able him to secure a discount on merchandise
at the business aouse named on the card.

He told us that he was insulted and angry
at the proffered rewards. which he consid-
ered little better than bribes, and disap-
pointed that the Red Cross would have any-
thing to do with such schemes.

Apart from his personal feelings, he said,
he believes there are several dangers in such
a practice:

Even if the inerchant concerncd in the
instances above is completely sincere in his
offers, the Red Cross can hardly” refuse to
do the same for any or all business firms,
including those who might have a further
*“commercial” interest underlyug an appar-

practice becomes more widespread, the blood
donor might assume an attitude which would
be in keeping with the early offers, that of
holding out for more “loot” in exchange for
his blood.

We recognize *he fact that blood collections
at times are woetully short of needs, and that
perhaps, the Red Cross thinks in this instance
the end justifies the means. But we have
some doubt as 10 its value over the course of
time. and believe that the Red Cross chapter
leaders here would do well to think twice
before allowing this practice to continue.
