AN ASSET WORTH DEVELOPING

ov. SCOTT delivered a gocd

speech to a Farm & Home Week audi-
ence this week. It was in his old “Go For-
ward” tradition—“We cannot rest on our
laurels. We mast keep pressing” With 90
per cent of the state’s farms to be electrified
by the end of the year with a solid record
of road-building (despite his favoritism for
his home community) behind him, he turned
his attention to conservation of water, soil
and forests, and development of the stalc's
waterways.

While North Carolina farmers lost upwards
of $200 million in ~rop damage during the
recent drought, some .rrigated farms pro-
duced bumper ~rops. But not nearly enough.
Only about 10,000 of North Carolina's farm
acres are under irrigation. In some places
there is too much water. There are about five
and a half million acres of wet land in the
eastern part of the state which. if drained,
could be converted into 200,000 farms of some
25 acres each.

Erosion annually wipes out millions of del-
lars in soil fertility Floods, in addition to
destroying lowland crops, sometimes discour-
age industries trom coming to potential flocd
areas in the state, paradoxically perhaps,
because the purity of North Carolina water
is attractive to industry in this cellulose age
which requires great quantities of quality

water. The manufacture of a ton of nylin
requires 250,000 gallons of water, a ton of
steel 60,000 gallons, large air-conditioning
plangs require vast quantities of water. The
conservation and wise development of the
state’s ample water resources has truly be-
come of importance to the city as well as
farm dweller in North Carolina

We would like to draw particular atten-
tion to the governora suggestion that a
North Carolina Maritime Authority be creat-
ed and charged with drvelopment and main-
tenance of our waterways. He suggests it
be financed just as activities of the High-
way Department are—by gasoline taxes paid
by users. Private and commercial operators
are now rebated the tax on gasoline which
they use in their marine engines This money
could be used for dredging and otherwise
improving waterways and channels, facilitat-
ing thé operation >f the State's underde-
veloped seafood industry and developing
fishing and recreational activities.

Such a program, just as the construction of
modern port facilities at Morehead City and
Wilmington, and wider use of watercon-
servation techniques is part of a sensible
water development plan for the state. Es-
tablishment of a Maritime Authority shouid
be considered by the mext General Assem-
bly.

SCHUMACHER—FRIEND AND FOE

HE DEATH of Kurt Schumacher, strong-

willed leader of Germany's Social Dem-
ocrats, removed a majur headache for U. S.
planners in Germany They were exasperated
by his opposition to West Germany's increas-
ing ties with the Western nations, and they
shuddered at -he prospect that he might
topple Chancellor Adcenauer {rom power.
But the future actions of the now leader-
less dissidents be led —and ruled with fist
of iron—may cause Americans to wish
Schumacher were still around.
