Pfc. Curtis (Chick) Bowlan, 19,
was wounded and hospitalized,
but recovered to fight again with
the Leathernecks.

The only other survivor,
Charles D. Rogers, Arkadelphia,
Ark., was evacuated to the U. S.
with serious wounds.

Bowlan today told how the Reds
swarmed out of the night in a
vicious attack on a marine out-
post on a hill near Panmunjom on
the Western Front.

The marines couldn't hold them.
