HE LONG-AWAITED police study re-

port—a part of it. at least—arrived
at City Hall yesterday. If the noise it made
was something less than a loud explosion,
chalk it up to the fact that one member
of the Council and a Washington radio
commentator had consistently sought to

make of it what it was not—an “investi-
gation” of the department, with all the
innuendoes and insinuations that word

Only two members of the special study
commitiee have S
Snyder. chairman. and Lambert Schwartz
devoted their ime mainly 1o an examina-
tion of the  departn

setup, and made re
salaries. personnel practices, training pro-
grams, the formation of new divisigns
within the department, and other like
matters

The third member of the committee,

Dan Marley. continues his independent
study. It is not clear just what Mr. Mar-
ley is looking for in his series of inter-
views with members of the police force
But whatever his objective. and whatever
his findings. no final conclusions on the
worth of the over-all study can be made
until he has sent his report to council.

The two men obviously did a great deal
of work. They talked to many people.
They studied many aspects of the depart-
ment's operation. They approached the
subject with a constructive intent. And
though the report alone won't work any
wonders in the improvement of the police
department. its findings should provide
a basis on which improvements may be
commenced

It is certainly true that some salary
readjustments are n . though we
have reservations ahout the precise sched-
ule suggested by Messs. Snyder and
Schwartz. A personnél director and a
better system of personnel records would
be of great help in a department in which
merit and accomplishment are the yard-
sticks for advancement. Yet the report
did not reveal whether these are the
standards of the Charlotte force. A good
onthe-job training program has been
needed for years, and there is some
satisfaction in the fact that one was
started on Sept. 15, 1953—after the study
commitiee had started its work. -

1o so do. And it is in his favor that the
town is free of the big crime and rackets
that have fastened on to so many Ameri
can cities.

The major omission of the Snyder
Schwartz report. as we see il, was its
failure to measure the administrative
potential-presently in the depagtment—
at the top and at the captaincy lével just
below—to see if there is any hope for a
more orderly, more proficient. and-more
professional administration of the depart-
ment in future months and years
