= in & car accident in North Carolina,
. through no fault of your own, you might have
i 2 second stroke of bad luck. More than like-
1y, you'll pay for the damages that someone
| else did to you and your car.
! Unfair? Of course it is. Why should you
! have to make this upjust payment? Because
our state is one of six that still has grossly
! inadequate financial responsibility laws for
motorists.

Two cars out of every three in this state
are driven by persons who don't carry auto-
‘mobile liability insurance. If you're hit by an
uninsured driver without money or property
that a court could attach, you'll pay your
own doctor and garage bills

Under the North Carolina system, a driver

mast furnish proof of his financial ability
to pay damages in the future:
" 1) efter his driver's license has been sus-
pended for failure for more than 60 days
10 satisty a judgment of more than $50, aris-
ing from an accident, or

(2) after his driver's license has been sus-
pended or revoked for certain serious infrac-
tions of the motor vehicle laws.

To furnish this proof, the infractor usually
takes out auto lisbility insurance. But there's
no way of assuring that drivers are finan-
cially responsible before they get into trou-
ble.

There are two better, fairer ways of pro-
tecting drivers involved in accidents, both
the blameless and the blamed.

One way is through adoption of the “uni-
versal” plan, in force only in Massachusetts.
Under it every car owner is required to take
out auto liability insurance before he can
register his automobile.

Forty-one other states have the New Hamp-
shire, or “security” plan. It usually includes
features of the North Carolina plan, with
this additional, important requirement:

When an accident occurs and is reported,
each wninsured driver involved in the accl
dent must deposit security with the Commis-
sioner of Motor Vehicles in an amount suf-

ficient to satisfy judgments for damages
which might arise from the accident.
This additional requirement has substan-
tially increased the number of insured mo-
torists in states that bave switched from the
old North Carolina system to the “security”
plan. Usually the percentage of insured
motorists Tose from 30 to 35 per cent to as
high as 85 or 90 per cent.
Last week in Raleigh Sem. A. Pilston
Godwin introduced a bill (SB105) that
would give this state the “security” system.
If adopted, it would be 2 decided improve-
ment over our present law. If it created an
incentive to insure as strong as in other
states, then two out of three, or four out of
five North Carolina drivers would be ade-
quately insured, instead of the present one
out of three.

But we are still concerned awer the fact
that, even under this improved system, 10, 20

bility insurance would be fairer to both
parties.

There are arguments against compulsory
liability insurance. There may be political
interference with rates. Damage awards and’
thus rates may Increase as juries, knowing
the extent of coverage, became more plain-
1iff-minded

Possibly these arguments can be effec-
tively countered. For example, a limit on
the amount of damages that juries can
award may be set.

We trust the General Assembly will im-
prove the liability laws this session. We also
hope their action is thoughtfully-considered,
and based upon the excellent overall sum-
mary of motar vehicle laws as' prepared re-
cently by the Institute of Government.

A FRANK, REASSURING NEWS CONFERENCE

HE President, we think, acquitted him-

self well yesterday st his first news
conference. He did not once use the “no
comment” dodge. Despite, his frankness con-
cerning some matters with which he s not
yet fully acquainted, his foot and mouth
retained their proper distance from each
other.

#t him in the 13-minute question and answer
period.

But if they were unhappy about the brevity
of the questionanswer period, they were im-
pressed by the President’s quick, sure grasp
of big issues—a remarkable contrast, inci-
dentally, with the stumbling, fumbling job
by Candidate Eisenhower at the Abilene
press conference last June.

The President's remarks should reassure
several groups who have been disturbed by

recent speculation. Our allies will be heppy
to know that a blockade or embargo of
China does not impend. The farmers will find
no cause for alarm in the President's recog-
nition of the seriousness of the declining
farm price problem. His observation that
farm prices decreased considerably during
the previous Administration, snd in some
cases increased after price controls recently
were removed, may restore the perspective
some farm state Congressmen sought to ob-

Not reassured by the President, we are
happy to say, were the advocates of quick
tax cuts. He left the impression that those
taxes scheduled to expire this year must
be renewed or replaced, a not oo popular

Yesterday, too, the Administration an-
nounced that Democratic Congressmen
would be invited to sit in on both foreign and
domestic policy talks; as they indeed should.
