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HONOR AND INTEGRITY AT STAKE

E redistricting  bills now before the
N. C. General Assembly will test the
bonor and integrity of our legislators.

If they are men of honor and integrity,
they will live up to their oath to uphold the
State Constitulion, and they will redistrict
House and Senate seals in line with the 1850
census.

If they are without honor and integrity,
they will show it by a negative vote.

Never have the men in the General
Assembly sbeen offered a clearer choice be-
twen right and wrong

The language of the State Constitution is
plain and emphatic [t says that the Legis
lature siall redistrict the state after each
decennial census. and 1t lays down the
formula for allocating the 120 House seats
and the 50 Senate seats

Redistricting, then. becomes the duty of
the legislator He cannot shift the duty to
others, nor can he evade the burden that
will welgh upon his heart and his conscience
if he wilfully refuses to do his sworn dutye
—a burden made all the heavier by the

knowledgethat there is no force save his
own conscience o force him to do that duty.

There are men in the General Assembly
whose votes on this question will be dictated

are leaders in their communities, in their
business circles, yes, in their churches. But
when this issue comes to @ vote, they will
become little men, shifty-eyed, sheepish.
Looking from one to another, they will laugh
brittle little laughs in a foolish effort to
cover up the hurt that will burn into their
conscience as they do something that is
wrong

Let us hope that these men will be in a
minority, that most' of the members in both
House and Senate will be true to their own
standards of honor and integrity And it is
important that it bappen this way." The
Constitution is our most sacred state docu-
ment. the authority for our istitutions and
the protector of our rights. For our elected
officials to trample upon any part of it is
to diminish the people’s respect for the
whole.

A DANGEROUS PRECEDENT IS ESTABLISHED

F THE SEVERAL reorganization bills
rushed through the 1953 General Assem
bly. the measure ending the terms of office
of State Board of Elections members appears
to_have set the most dangerous precedent
Rep. R Lee Whitmire. who introduced the
bill in the House. said it was not an admin
istration measure Senator Terry Sanford,
who fought it unsuccessfully in the Senate.
said it was not an administration measure

Even so. it was quite clearly, a political
bill-—one more jab at former Gov W. Kerr
Scott, who named the present Board of Elec
tions. And by our standards, the Board of
Elections ought to be kept above such po-
Ditical shenanigans

The State Board of Elections is charged
with the grave responsibility of administer
ing our election laws. Of all the state boards
and agencies, it should be completely above

suspicion 1t may well be that the present
board has fallén somewhat short of the
highest standsrds of rigid objectivity in
interpreting the statutes It may even have
reflected the Scott viewpoint in some of its
decisions. But nothing beyond a personal
affront 1o its members is to be gained by
slicing their terms of office at May 31,
instead of Dec 31, when the terms expired
anyway.

The precedent has now been set that the
Board of Elections should reflect the views
of the incoming Administration. Thal is
most unfortunate, and we anticipate that it
will lead to making the board an out-
andout political vehicle. completely destroy-
ing its usefulness as an informal, un
arbiter of our election laws

Tur Nrws has favered health consolida
tion since the original Institute of Govern
ment study was first made public. Had it
been possible to show substantial savings of
money. we suspect that consolidation would
have already come about.

Unfortunately. the evidence does not sup-
port hope for econamy. There will be no cur-
tailment of services or of personnel from a
Joint department On the contrary, it may
even require more money {o bring county
health standards up to those of the city.

That, after all, is the main purpose of con-
solidation Disease is no respecter of arbi-
trary boundary lines. If sanitation standards
just across the city limits are below those
within the city, much of the good work
within the municipality. may be nullified.
Consolidation would bring belter” health to
everybody in the whole county. It is on that
