1—-Would a decree necessarily follow

2—May this court, in the exercise of its
equity powers, permit an effective grad
val adjustment to be brought about from
existing segregated systems to a system
not based on color distinctions?

But
the present cases involve suits by hun-
dreds of Negro school children—and any
decree the court enters will affect the
rights and lives of millions of people
While it is easy for a university to admit

one Negro to a graduale school, it is a
large and complicated task for school
systems throughout a state or a region

The State Department, not  Wall
reet bankers, is qualified {0 make this
ecision, the diplomats argue. And they
are vigorously against turning this vital
instrument of national policy over to
the bankers, either Wall Street or any
other group of bankegs.

Meanwhile, Secretary Humphrey has
proposed an “International Finance Cor-
poration” which would undertake border-
line loans to Lalin America. However,
Latin American {inance ministers regard
this as a nebulous promise for the fu.
ture. They are definitely skeptical. At
the same time, Latinos at the Rio Confer-
ence are certain to remember how Prima
Minister Mohammed Ali of Pakistan
went home with a gift of $105 million,
while Iran is getting about $240 million,
and Egypt will get close to $100 million.

So the Latinos remark—rather bitter-
ly—that perhaps they need to wave the
Red flag a little, If they adopt just a
little communism, argue some of the Lat-
in diplomats, then they can collect all the
money they want from the U.S.A. But
long as they are friends they can collect
only via the tough terms of Wall Street

This is a story which doesn't make
the headlines of the MeCarthy censure
motion. But it can cause us much mora
damage by Communist encroachment
than  McCarthy's “Commynists” ever
thought of doing.
