NHE Boston lawyer, Samuel P.
rl had no choice but to step out of his
role as counsel for the investigation suby
committee. As Sears himself said, the
test was mot whether he felt he could
be uhm(]\? and unbiased: it was whether

Certainly he would have started

Ike Has Not Developed
Into A Political Leader

WASHINGTON

HAT sident Eisenhower de-

tests political manipulation is
by now accepted as a fact here
Whether he has any talent for it
is not known, since he won't try
it his distaste for it is repeated-
Iy displayed

Any realistic appraisal of the
chances for the Eisenhower pro-
gram must always take this eir-
cumstance into account, The
President will afford leadership
for those members of Congress
who are prepared to accept it
Dissident Republicans will not be
punished and the Democrats
must come along or not, as their
conscience or political expedien-
cy dictates

It became clear very soon after
the election that the President
had a concept of himself as a
head of state rather than the pol-
itical manager of the country
and his party. Some quarters ex-
pected that when his program
was developed past the study
stage and its success became in
doubt, he would change his mind
about the political aspects of his
job.

This hasn't happened. Republi-
cans now managing the crucial
mid-term election campaign,
which is expected either to en-
large or destroy their fragile con-
trol of Congress, readily admit
that they themselves are mak-
ing all the creative political de-
cisions regarding it
POLS ARE IN CHARGE

The White House is described
by them as cooperative. The
President readily makes himself
available for such interviews and
appearances as the campaign
managers think important. He
has offered them no ideas of his
own and takes the wisdom and
propriety of theirs for granted

The situation would be more
clearly evident if Republicans
firmly controlled the House and
Senate and the stropg-minded
chairmen of the standing com-
mittees could do as they liked.
But since the winning votes on
all issues must come from Demo-
crats or the lone independent,
Sen. Morse, who prefer the Ei-

senhower leadership to that of hit
parly, the President generally
looks stronger than he is.

The primaries should soon be
shedding light on just how much
Republican victories, if they oc
cur this fall, will affect this situa
tion. It could be that the mewly
active Citizens for Eisenhower
who are concentrating on con
gressional  districts where th:
President pulled heavily in 1952
will influence the make-up of the
House. But the nine states in
which Republicans have a chance
to displace Democratic senators
usually nominate conservative Re
publicans.

The President's reluctance to
maneuver in the political field is
applauded in some quarters, and
no doubt sincerely. As the elec-
tion nears, the feelings of Con-
gress are beginning to be mixed
1t is the old story that what you
gain on the swings, you lose on
the roundabouts.

Having coped so long with
“strong" Presidents. Congress
thought it wanted a change and
did enjoy it at first, But when
the result is found to be that a
MeCa: monopolizes the head
lines and the record seems slow
in building, doubts arise,
STRONG TAFT RECALLED.

Republicans are rather wist-
fully reminiscing about the late
Sen. Taft and his strong individ-
uality, his astringent and abso-
lute assurance which made him
a symbol of Republicanism.

m Eisenhower concept of the
y owes much to those
py,n(mam who told him in Paris
that all he had to do was to lend
his illustrious name. He has found
out that it is not that simple,
but he still avoids political lead-
ership. What he will do if and
when Democrats take over Con-
gress this fall should be interest-

ing

Actually, he is potentially the
ideal leader of a coalition. He is
a hero, personally popular, truly
nonpartisan in international issues.
New in politics, he has no legacy
of extremism to defend. So far,
though, he just won't coalesce,
even when his program is in
trouble.
