of the Einstein myth -

lic’'s mind all of the mar-
vels of the 20th century
scientific revolution

Here was a man who
was held in the greatest veneration by his
colleagues and neighbors—as much re
vered for his great humanity as for his
contribution to science. But here also was
& man who lived without pomp or priv-
ilege, who cut a lonely figure in his
march through history. who lived quietly,
a semi-recluse, with his books and his
thoughts.

Bernard Shaw called him one of the
eight “makers of the universe” The
seven others, said he, were Pythagoras,
Aristotle, Ptolemy, Copernicus, Galileo,
Kepler and Newton

Lord Haldane, the renowned British
scholar, hailed him as “the Newton of
the 20th century, a man who has called
forth a greater revolution of thought
than even Copernicus, Galileo or Newton
himself."

These were evaluations of Einstein, the
scientist. But this remarkable man was
a many-dimensioned figure. He was not
only the genius who reduced the secrefs
of the universe to mathematical formu-
lae. He was the flesh-and-blood neighbor
of his fellow man, a philosopher of great
kindness and compassion, an outspoken

enemy of demagogues and political trick-
ery. He dared to speak up for freedom
and decency and truth—in all fields.

It was Einstein who gave science the
theoretical knowledge needed for the
atom bomb. But it was Einstein too who
fought courageously for what he con-
ceived to be the ideals of human behavior
and human rights—first against the Nazis
and Tlater against all comers

What did he mean to the scientists of
the world” Dr. J. Robert Oppenheimer
probably summed it up best a year or so
ago when he said:

The remarkable thing has been the won:
derful eye he has for the deep order of
things—the immense power to get rid of
the trivia, to see where the wide and the
‘beautiful lmh lies. So he gave us a new
confidence in
ity to cope w
unexpected ha

Dr. Kurt Godel. the Crechborn scien
tist. a master of mathematical logie, put
it this way in 1954

The reason why Einstein appeals to the
imagination of so many people in the
world is that his theories don't have an
interest only for specialists. They also
concern very general philosophical prob-
lems: For instance, the essence of time,
of the fundamental concepts which oc-
cur in science and everyday life. Partly
because his theories have such a general
meaning, partly because of his personality

his “wohlwellen.”” his wellmeaning to-
ward evervhody—peonple feel this influ-
ence without knowing him directly.

Einstein's greatness was beyond ques-
tion—either in the field of science or the
field of human affairs. The world vester-
day lost one of the giants of the age
But his name and his work will be death-

HE REPORT of the governor
ntegrated” Special Advisory
Committee on Education, dealing
with segregation in the public
schools, states its objectives as
follows

*(1) Preservation of public ed:
ucation in North Carolina

*(2) Preservation of the peace
throughout North Carolina.’”

The first conclusion of the com
mittee reads as follows: “The
n that
mixing of the races forthwith in
the public schoals throughout tha
state cannot be accomplished and
should not be attempted.”

Finally, the committee recom
mends that the legislature of
North Carolina “transfer com:
plete authority over enrollment
and assignment of children in
public schools and on school
buses to the county and city
boards of education.”

Above you have the sum and
substance of the report of (his
committee

The governor has endorsed this
report and the legislature has ac:
cepted his recommendation that
it take no action at time ex
cept to pass the buck to the “'o;
cal authorities

Please note that the preserva
tion of segregation in our system
of education is not even one of
the objectives of the cammitlee

And you will observe the word
“forthwith” in the first “conclu-
sion” of the committee, which
can be construed only as envision
ing the ultimate complete integ-
ration of the races, not only
our schools but everywhere else,
for once accepted in the schools
it will extend inevitably through
out the social structure

I believe the law m passed by
the legislature, delegating author.
ity over assignment of pupils to
the local school hoards is the first
step toward complete integratior
in the schools, regardless of what
its proponents may claim to the
contrary
