Payroll Padding Rife

When congressmen boosted their own
pay 50 per cent, it was supposed to stop
pay roll padding. Yet despite their new
$22.500-a-year salary, more congressmen
than ever are keeping relatives on the
government pay roll.

This column has examined federal
vouchers and found a record 58 relatives
on the House pay roll. The list doesn't in-
clude a host of in-laws whose different
names make them tougher to trace.

Some relatives, of course, earn their
government pay. Others don't do a lick of
work for the taxpayers.

Worst offender, ironically. is New
York’s Congressman John Taber, most
miserly man ever to head the House Ap-
propriations Committee, who has prob-
ably chopped more people off the public
pay roll than anyone in Washington, He
has a different policy, however, for his
own family. He duns the taxpayers to pay
his son, Charles. $632 a month. and 4
brother, Silas, $379 a month
